MR. SPEAKER: The honourable Minister of Labour and Workforce Devel opment.

HON. MARILYN MORE: Mr. Speaker, I'mrising to movethird reading of Bill No.
100, the Labour Board Act. Our government i ntroduced the L abour Board Bill on November
19" because we believe it will improve the labour relations climate in this province.
Following consultation with Nova Scotians last summer, regular and ongoing dialogue with
stakeholders, and comments from members of the Legislature, we are introducing
amendments that should address some of the concerns and misinformation around Bill No.
100. We have sad all along that we are prepared to consider amendments that make clear
the intent of the bill and we are doing that today.

Businessraised concernsthat extending successor rights to the Civil Service would
l[imit contracting out and the number of opportunities that business could work with
government. We brought forward an amendment that clarifies that successor rights do not
apply to contracting out. Thisamendment was shared with business and accepted yesterday.
Aswasthe casein the past, businesseswill continueto enter into contractswith government
for the provision of services. Thisisbusiness as usud. Further amendmentswill require the
Minister of Labour and Workforce Devel opment to identify issues going before the Labour
Management Review Committee and direct the committee to consult with unionized and
non-unionized employers and employees and the general public on matters that are of
interest to non-unionized businesses.

Bill No. 100 is dl about having fair and reasonable workplaces, efficient dispute
resolution processes, and labour relation practices that are in line with other Canadian
jurisdictions. Thelabour relationsclimatein NovaScotiahasbeen relatively stablewith very
few strikes or lockouts.
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The changes we are making through this bill will, we believe, make for afairer and
more equal labour relations environment, one that isin tune with other jurisdictionsacross
Canada. | look forward to the comments from the honourable members on both sides of the
House. Thank you.

MR. SPEAKER: The honourable L eader of the Official Opposition.

HON. STEPHEN MCNEIL: Mr. Speaker, I’ m pleased to join the debate on Bill No.
100. | have been in this House since 2003 and | must confess thisis probably the first time
that, aswe’ ve gonethrough this process, | felt, asa caucus| know weall felt, that there was
apieceof legidation that was moving before usthat we weren't giventhefull detailsof. I'm
not pointing to the minister because | have every faith and respect for the minister here, not
only as the Minister of Labour and Workforce Development, but as the Minister of
Education, whom I’ vedealt with on anumber of occasions. Thiswent much deeper than the
minister, this went right into what was the concern of many Nova Scotians of an NDP
Government and into the heart of how close arelationship they would have with labour and
union leadership.

Therewere somelegitimate concernsbrought forward, some of which | will say have
been addressed, but very early onin this debate were dismissed quite openly by the Premier.
Unwilling to move, unwilling to bend hisview that none of us understood the ramifications
of thispieceof legislation. Let’ sassume he' sright, no one el seunderstood it but himself and
Ray Larkin. If that was the case why wouldn’t he have been willing to make some changes
and put some clarity to this piece of legislation early on? We keep asking ourselvesin our
caucus, why were they so unwilling to listen at the very beginning?

There has beenlots of talk about consultation that has taken place around this piece
of legislation. Consultation, in the eyes of many peopleinthis province, took place around
one part of thishill and that was the amalgamation of the labour boards under one heading.
We were unable to find anyone who could disagree with that. As a matter fact, business,
union and political people alike agreed that that should take place.

There have been a number of issues that as they were coming forward, we were
raising aconcern around successor rights. It was said, you misunderstand what we aretrying
to say, that’ s not what we would do, that’ s not the intent of our government. | know they all
hopethat they’ re going to stay thereforever but governmentscomeand go. Aswecomeand
goout of thisHouse, future politicians, futurelawyers, future union leadersare going to ook
at that piece of legislation and say, how can | then use that to the benefit of either my
members or to protect the economy of this province or to protect workers?

One of the things about legislationisitisimportant that itisvery clear onwhat it is
we are trying to accomplish, and it was not, and has not been, on the issue of successor
rights. | think the amendment has gone toward improving that, giving some certainty toward
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the non-union members in the workforce, but also giving future governments and this
government the ability to contract out if they wish.

One of thethings | think is the biggest problem with this piece of legislation, quite
frankly, is the Labour-Management Review Committee. I'm very concerned about how
much authority they’re going to have to move in changes to the Trade Union Act and to
other pieces of labour legidlation that will affect all workers across this province.
Government is saying that committee will be made up of union leaders, union leadership,
or unionized employers. There' s alarge number of other Nova Scotians who are not fitting
into that category, but the changes to the Trade Union Act will impact upon them and their
workplace.

I’m very concerned about that. | know
the minister, in her mind - and | believe her - itisn't.

Wetalk about levelling theplaying field, and
i’ sinteresting - if an employee and employer go before the Labour Board and the decision
ismade in favour of the employee and the employer wants to take it to an appeal, they're
required to post abond. They’re found guilty before they allow due process to take place.
That’ sthe purposeof the appeal ; the apped isthereto alow someone, who feel sthat they’ ve
beenwrongedinthefirstdecision, togo forward, makether appeal, andif they’restill found
guilty they’ll pay the fine.
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But what this piece of legidation issaying iswhen you’ refound guilty wewant your
money and then we will let you appeal - there’ s something backward about that. There is
nowhere else that | can think of in the justice system where that happens, why should it
happen in this case? What's interesting is if it's found in favour of the employer, the
employee can appeal without any restrictions.

Ironically, last year | think we had 44 appeals - not a large number - 11 of which
were overturned, so why do we need - what are we trying to prevent by making them post
that bond? What isit that we retrying to stop? It' snot asif employersare saying I’ mgoing
to appeal everything. Quite honestly, one-quarter of the decisions were overturned - 11 of
the 44 were overturned in favour of the employer.

One of the lessons for us on this side of the House, when it came to this piece of
legislation, was making sure that every line is read and interpreted - not in the way that
we're being told it's intended, but what is the true impact on the working people of this
province.

As this bill came before us and we started discussing it, | thought to myself, what
must the outside world be looking at when they’re looking at our province in terms of
investment? Thisisabigquestion. In order for us, asan economy, to move forward we need
to bring investment in, we need to be able to make opportunities for young Nova Scotians
to be ableto work here, for the entrepreneurs of our province to be able to reach out beyond
our borders to generate revenue to put back into their business, invesment to put into their
businessto grow and create jobs here. What were they thinking when they listened to this?

Y ou had Opposition Parties who were saying one thing, screaming up and down and
saying thishill was going to have ahuge impact, and the government saying, you guysdon’t
know what you’ retalking about. Thenyou had the bus nesscommunity coming forward and
government saying, you're reading it wrong, that’s not our intent. Well, if we're bringing
forward a piece of legiglation that the people who are being affected by it can’t tell what the
intent is, what isit here for? Why are we voting on this today? Why wouldn’t this piece of
legislation be |eft here and brought back in the Spring to allow all of usto fully understand
the intent that government was looking at?

know my colleague, the member for Richmond, raised it in Committee of the\Whole House -
whenthe clausethat wasthere says, the minister may consult with non-unionized employees
and employers - | know this minister will consult with those members, but it's future
ministersthat | worry about. We would have preferred to have that say “shall,” and as my
colleague, the member for Richmond, said, it makes a big difference.
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While there have been changes made to this piece of legislation, we still have huge
concerns, asdo many non-unionized employees and employersacrossthis province. | don’t
professto be alawyer - I'm quite proud of that. Sorry to the member for Richmond. There
aremajor concerns raised about the preamble and what that will mean to future challenges.
Is it heavily weighted toward labour? | don’'t know, and | don’t think government can
honestly stand up and say that either. It's one of the reasons why | think this piece of
legislation should have been left on the order paper for further discussion, for further
consultation, not just with union leadership and not just about one part of thishill, but about
theentire bill and theimpact it will have on the economy of Nova Scotia. We won't see that
Impact tomorrow or, quite frankly, two years from now, but we will see an impact and what
will it be on investment? Will people still want to invest in this province?

In my closing remarks, | want to acknowledge thesmall business community across
this province that responded to this piece of legislationin arespectful manner, one of which
was to come forward, try to consult, try to engage not only government, Opposition
members, try to mobilize their own members, which they did. They have changes- are they
happy? No, they’re not. Are they willing to accept the changes? Some of them.

The small business
community wasn’t deterred by that, they weren’t. They were coming forward with an open
mind wanting to create some discussion.

Mr. Speaker, the minister referenced there has been relative labour stability, you
know, I"’'m sure asthe member for Sackville-Cobequid remembers this strike that probably
put him into the House, in 1999 we werein trouble- Bill No. 68. Any timeyouend upina
situation where an employer and an employee don’'t see eye to eye, when it comes to the
labour issues, it becomesvery difficult, we all understand that. But it’ simportant that asyou
go into those negotiations there is a level playing field. That both are coming in equal to
make surethat, at the end of the day, we come up with aresult that isin the best interests of
the business and the employees to provide long-term stability and long-term employment.

Mr. Speaker, I’'m not surethisbill doesit. It would have been our caucus’ hope and
it wasour caucus' request that this piece of legislation stay on the order paper, that we then
do more conaultations going into the Spring session, and could have, | think, brought this
piece of legidation forward in a much more respectful way where we've heard from
everybody.
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I’m very proud of the work of this caucus and all members on this side of the House
by taking and using the tools that were available to us to delay this piece of legislation as
long as possible. To make sure that those people who felt they weren’t being heard could at
least at the eleventh hour have an opportunity to get their voice in. While they may not feel
they got afull hearing, they do fed like they are apart of that. The members on this side of
the House used the legislative tools they had to slow down thisbill to go forward. | want to
congratulate not only the members of my caucus but the members of the Progressive
Conservative Party who used what was availabl e to us to give an opportunity for the 70 per
cent of Nova Scotians who could be impacted by this bill but were not consulted.

Mr. Speaker, while we asa caucus have still anumber of concernswith this piece of
legislation, as you've probably gathered already, we' ve stopped holding it up in terms of
talking onit. We will continue, and some other members of my caucuswill say afew words
onthispieceof legidlation, but wewill continueto watch thisgovernment and, quitefrankly,
the implementation of this piece of legislation, and how unions respond to this.

It's union leadership, Mr. Speaker, let me remind you of that, it's the union
leadershipthat isconcerning Nova Scotians, the non-unionized membersand, quitefrankly,
| think isworrisome to the investment community outside of our province. With those few
words, I'll take my place.

MR. SPEAKER: The honourable L eader of the Progressive Conservative Party.

HON. JAMIE BAILLIE: Mr. Spesker, | want to congratulate the Leader of the
Official Opposition on his excellent remarks on this bill this morning. Although the
government will use its majority to pass this bill, really there is nothing to ceebrate here
today when it comesto Bill No. 100. There are some people who say that law making isa
lot like sausage making. Well, this bill makes sausage making look like prime rib making
because of the mess that we have al gone through to get to this point.

| guess it’s a good thing that the government buckled under the pressure of the
business community, the small business community, and the options that we had on the
Opposition side to get them to pay attention to what they were saying. But really thereis
nothing to celebrate because it wasa very bad and flawed process that gets us to this point.
Many will ask, asthey look at the processthat got ustotoday, Mr. Speaker, for Bill No. 100,
why wasit done thisway? Perhapswewill never know why it was donethisway but | think
finally we' re seeing the true col ours of the government when it comesto issues of the Trade
Union Act, and of labour relations generally.

For example, the government attempted to present this bill to this House as a
housekeeping matter, a mere housekeeping bill. Yet, when opposition wasraised toiit, if it
was just a housekeeping bill, you would think it would be no big deal to listen to the
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concerns of others. It would be no big deal if it was just a housekeeping matter to let it St
for further consultation aswastherequest of the Opposition. But no, the government showed
its true colours because on the one hand, they called it a housekeeping measure but on the
other hand they were equally and ferociously determined to ram it through at all costs.

That’s why today, on the eve of the closing of this session, that the government
remains so committed, so strongly and obviously committed to passing something that they
themselves called a mere housekeeping measure. That doesn’t make sense and that’s why
we' |l always wonder, why was the government so determined?

As the newest member of the House, as someone who is the most recent on the
campaigntrail, someonewho isaproud member of the Class of 2010, along with otherswho
have consulted directly with the peoplethisyear. | cantell you, I’ ve been wondering aswe
debate Bill No. 100, as|’ m sure other members arewondering, asthey think about Bill No.
100 and their own experience and our own experiencein 2010 on the campaign trail. Which
electorsin your district came up to you and said, do you know what | really want you to do
when you get to the House of Assembly? | want you to legislate successor rights for
government unions. Thisisaburning issue. | can tell you in Cumberland South, that didn’t
happen once. | don’t know about the other members but it didn’t happen once.

In Cumberland South, no one came up to me and said, do you know what | really
want you to do when you get to the House of Assembly? | want you to form a special
committee but I don’t want you to include everybody on thiscommittee. | want you to make
sure that it’s only unions and unionized employers on the committee but | do want that
committeeto have broad powerstoreview all thelabour legislation of the province. That did
not happen to me once in Cumberland South. | can’t speak for other members of the Class
of 2010, but we can imagine whether they faced those demands from their own constituents.

| think, Mr. Speaker, as| look at Bill No.100 at this point, why are we spending all
thistime on these issues that no one upfront has asked us to deal with? Why am | spending
time on this when my own voters did not raise it? Then it occurred to me that there is
actually aconnection. Peopleare worried about something important and that isjobsand our
economy. The fragile state of our economy, the need to attract new investment to our
province, the need to keep companies that are already here and that we have had over the
past two decades one thing going for us.

As we scan the world for a new investment, for new companies, for new jobs,
whether it’sin Cumberland South or any other constituency in Nova Scotia, we' ve had one
thing going for us. That iswe have struck the right balance, in the past, between labour and
management who work out their differences under the laws as they exist today - at |east
beforetoday - asthey work through their differencesin a period of relative peace and calm
and fairness and balance that al the world can see. All those people who make decisions
about where they’ re going to set up their factories or their companies can see when they
think of Nova Scotia - we send NSBI and others around the world to extol the virtues of
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Nova Scotia as a place to invest- that we have this one thing going for us but now that has
been put at risk.

That isactually why it mattersin Cumberland South. That isactually why it matters
to the Opposition. That isactually why it mattersto the business community of Nova Scotia
and to others. They know that beyond the tactics that the government employed, to try and
ram through some of these specific provisionswithout consultation, that thereis adeeper and
more important meaning and that is the ability of our province to create meaningful work
and to attract companies to our shores. That is what that group on the government side
wanted to put at risk to satisfy some other interest that remains unseen and hidden and
behind the scenes.

Fortunately, as a result of the combined efforts of the Opposition, and more
importantly, as a result of the uproar caused by our small busnesses and their employer
groups, the government, | hope and pray, has at |east |learned some important lessons from
this experience. First of all that when you claim to do a consultation in advance of
introducing abill, that it should not just include your friends. It should be true consultation
of all those that would be involved in the implementation of the bill, all those that will be
affected by it, al those who have an interest in a bill such as this and open, honest and
compl ete consultation - not just on parts of the government’ s plan. Had that happened inthe
first place, perhaps alot of this mess could have been avoided.

| hope the government has also learned that thereisvirtue in being honest asto your
intent when you introduce a bill in the Legislature. The word ‘ disingenuous was thrown
around thisHouse in recent times but | think it's clear whowasthe disingenuous onein this
case. When you circulate adiscussion paper that doesn’t talk about the entire bill, when you
claim consultation that leaves out important individuals and companies in our province,
when you have atitle for abill that doesn’t truly describe the bill, you can only ask, who is
the disingenuous one in that case? | think the answer is clear so | hope the government is
learning an important lesson.

The criticism from the government side wasvery telling. The Premier himself once
accused the Opposition of putting the worg possible interpretation on the bill. Well, Mr.
Speaker, ignoring our philosophical differences on what the government istryingto do, I'll
at least say this- if we agree on onething, it’sthat thishill isopen to interpretation. If itis
open to wide and varying interpretation then it isabad bill. Whenitisabad bill, whenitis
open to that much varying interpretation, then theright thing to do - a path the government
still refusesto take - the right thing to do isto go back to the drawing board to withdraw the
bill, to write up abetter bill where the government ishonest and makes its intentions clear
and has the gutsto bring that bill - an honest and clear bill - to the Legidature for al to see.
But that is not what is happening today and that is why today is no day to celebrate.

| will say that with regard to the amendments that were made today, all they
accomplish is to limit the damage that the government is going to do to the labour-
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management and investment climate of our province. That's all those amendments
accomplished, to limit the damage.

Good for the small businesscommunity for standing up and putting pressure on the
government to finally, at the last minute, at least listen to some of their concerns. Good for
them. But you know what? They’ re not feeling very good today. They have been put through
an awful, horrible, disrespectful processthat they patiently worked their way through to get
tothispoint. They may be glad those amendments are accepted, but they know it’ s still abad
bill. It still contans provisions that they were never asked about, tha they were never
consulted on, that they don’t agree with. That’'s why, although good for them for bringing
their concerns forward, | know they’re not feeling very good today about the process, the
sausage-making process that the government has put them through.

For those reasons, as | stand in my place | say that after all that has been done,
including the amendments, the fact remains that the bill still contains serious, sweeping
provisionsaround successor rightsand around the L abour-M anagement Review Committee
and othersthat didn’t go through proper consultation, that were buried in the details of the
original bill. Those provisions are till there, that no one had a chanceto look at prior to the
introduction of the bill, and only at the last minute were amendments allowed that only
accomplished the minor goal of limiting the damage. But those provisionsarestill inthebill.

For that reason, because the processwas so flawed, because those provisions are still
there although they’ re limited, this bill does not deserve to pass. The government needs to
get a strong message that thisis no way to do business and for that reason, although we're
glad the amendments are in place to limit the damage, the bill doesn’'t deserve to pass and
we will be voting no on third reading.

MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Bedford-Birch Cove.

MS. KELLY REGAN: Mr. Speaker, I’ m pleased to rise in my place today to speak
on Bill No. 100. It has been arather frustrating time for a number of us who weretrying to
figure out what this bill meant. A researcher for our Party did attend the technical briefing
on thisbill when it was announced. | attended the announcement of the bill over in the Red
Room and we had some concerns, but because thisbill was big and because it had alot of
clausesthat referred to other billsand things like that, we referred it off to lawyers for their
interpretation of what this bill meant.

It took a while for the lawyers to get through that. We had already come through
second reading, which tellsyou how quick thiswas. By the Wednesday, | believe, following
the announcement of the bill, we were through second reading. Y ou have to ask yourself,
what was the rush?

From the beginning we' ve had some concerns around the issue of consultation. We
weretoldinthat original announcement that there had been consultation. It took several days
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before we found out that consultation was not a full consultation and the much-heral ded
consultation was, in fact, consultation about the merger of the various boards. No one had
talked to the business community about successor rights, about a preamble, about a labour
management committee - none of that. It took the government quite along time to cometo
the realization that they might actually have to listen to the business community. It took a
filibuster, it took the business community going out en masse to express their displeasure
with this bill to get the government to slow down, put the brakes on, and actually put in a
few amendments.

Again, | keep saying, what was the rush? Well, along the way we heard that the
Premier had made a promise and so he was going to fulfill that promise. We didn’t know
who he had made the promise to. It turned out it was during labour negotiations, but
somehow Nova Scotians didn’t know about that promise during the election. This was a
different kind of promise; thiswas a promise that he had made during labour negotiations.

Last Sunday | went to church and | was surprised by the number of people who
mentioned thisbill to me. We may not have had business |eaders out with placards ringing
ProvinceHouse, but 1’1l tell you, people knew thiswasgoing on. They probably weren’t out
thereringing Province Housewith placardsbecausethey wereearningaliving and they were
running a business and they couldn’t do that, but they did what they could do, which was
they sent e-mails and they sent letters and they let us know how deeply unhappy they were
with this.

The Opposition Parties listened. It took far longer for the government torespond. In
fact, we were treated to the very disrespectful way that the Premier actually referred to
businessin thisprovince, saying that they were being disingenuousfor expressing their very
concerns, and that expressing those concernswas, in fact, myth-making. Mr. Speaker, | was
quite frankly shocked by the Premier’s tone and by the lack of recognition of their very
legitimate concerns around this bill. If you cannot tell what a bill means, then you have a
problem.

In the end, we did get some changes and the government finally agreed to enshrine,
for exampl e, the exact meaning of “successor rights.” L&’ sbeclear, thisisadeeply flawed
bill, but it will go forward.

In the end, business in the investment community will have taken away a certain
impression about this government because they listened to what the government said, both
inwords and in legislation. They know that the government wasn’t concerned about them,
becausethey would haveconsulted with them inthefirst place and they would have listened
to them when they raised concerns. It took a filibuster, it took a full-on media, full-court
press, to get the government’ s attention.
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Mr. Speaker, make no migake, this bill is going to pass today - we're not happy
about that, it is a deeply flawed bill and it was adeeply flawed process.

MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Preston.

HON. KEITH COLWELL: Mr. Speaker, it sunfortunate we haveto speak about this
bill. I’'m probably the only member sitting in this House who was in manufacturing and
exporting and doing all the things that you want a Nova Scotia business to do and generate
employment in this province. | can tell you, asaformer business owner, entrepreneur, I'm
terrified of thishbill - absolutely terrified. Anybody I’ ve talked to in the businesscommunity
shares my concern, and deeply shares the concern.

Unfortunately, most people who haven’t run a businessdon’t understand how busy
a person who does run a businessiis. It's a 24-hour, seven-days-a-week job and, honestly,
most of the time, until | was elected to the Legislature, | didn’t have time to listen to what
wasgoing onintheLegislature. Unlessit was something that | had to attend to immediately,
| just didn't havetimeto doit and, if | took thetimeto do it, it meant something elsein my
business suffered.

So when you look at thishill, | view it, and after reading the bill several times and
listening to what the labour lawyers have said and everything else, it looks like the
government istrying to fulfill apromiseto theunions. | don’t think there’' s anything wrong
with unions, | really don’t. | think they’ ve served avery good purpose in the province, and
still do today, but it’ s not appropriate for all industry and all businesses. The issue hereis|
think that thisbill isthe first move to unionizing the province. Now, if all small businesses,
alot of small businesses, are unionized, it simply wouldn't work - it’sjust that simple. If
you look at the economics of it and straight numbers and straight costs and effective cods,
you'll seethat it just won’t work - no matter how you put it out there, it won’t work.

So | know the government is pushingthisthing through. It’ s promisesthey’ vemade.
| want to recall, too, during the election campaign in my riding - my small, little riding of
Preston - | had avery good candidate run against me for the NDP, avery honourable lady,
and alady whom | respect greatly. But one of my campaign team was out with me one day
and raninto two people hedidn’t know - he pretty well knowseverybody inthe community -
and heasked them, whereareyou from? Toronto. Oh, how comeyou’ reherein Preston from
Toronto? Oh, we're working on this campagn. Where are you staying? At alocd hotel.
Very interesting.

Now, unfortunately, we didn’t have funds to get people to move in from Toronto.
And it was two people - there are only three people, the candidate and these two other
people, running around doing this. So the question was, who paidfor it?1 still don’t have the
answer to that question today, but it’ sascary possibility. It could have been somebody who
maybe down the road wanted to receive something in return - and maybe this is part of
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something in return. | have no idea. Hopefully not, but that could be the case - and I've
heard that same story over and over inall theridingsinthe province, and that isnot positive.

Whenyou really look at thishill, if it’ sgoing to be as devastating as industry thinks
it'sgoing to be, and everybody I’ ve talked to, bar none, think thisisavery poor bill andit’s
going to have a long-term negative effect on the economic growth in Nova Scotia - the
Minister of Economic and Rural Devel opment, the Premier, and the Minister of Financeare
always saying how great ajob we' re doing, but | understand now our unemployment rateis
over 10 per cent, over 8,000 jobs lost, and this can’t continue. If anything is to change to
upset that delicatebalancein thisprovince, it’ sgoing to be unemployment figures, well over
10 per cent and they will be sustained over 10 per cent. That meansthat families will either
be moving out of the province to earn aliving, which they are now, or they’ Il just give up.
That means our welfare lineswill be longer, and that means that unemployment insurance
will be exhausted as people can’t find jobs any longer.

Thishill, I think is avery negative bill for Nova Scotia. It's going to create a huge
bureaucracy. The chairman of these boards that are going to be in place, that’s going to be
another big empire, somebody who has a tremendous amount of power in the province. As
you go through the bill and look at the different clauses, there are alot of clausesin there
that are going to be very negative to employers.

WEe've got to help employersin this province and make sure that they want to stay
hereinNovaScoatia. A |ot of these employers can go anywhere; they could absolutely go any
place and work and live and run their businesses, but a lot of them choose to stay here
because of the wonderful climate we have here, the wonderful people we have here, and the
really good workforce we have here - despite the overburdening taxes we have and the
overburdening regulations they suffer through. But you put one more strike against them,
one more thing that overloads the pendulum and puts them in the other direction - if they
can’'t make money and they can’t continue to operate here, they will leave. They will close
shop - they will leave.

We saw Moirs Candy Factory over here pack up and go toMexico. Now, those were
really well-paying jobs for people who didn’'t have to have a university education, alot of
them from my community are suffering today because that business left. High taxes, all
kinds of activities herethat cost so much moreto operate than it doesin Mexico. Well, there
is no reason why alot of other companies won't pack up and do the same, or just even go
south of the border wherethetax ratesarelower and you don’t have theimplication that this
bill will probably create alot of unionsin thisprovince, that businesseswill just shut down.

I’ve heard alot of storiesfrom Ontario, business people | know in Ontario and they
just moved across the border into the U.S. The economy there has never recovered sincethe
NDP Government was in Ontario many years ago. | hope we’'re not headed in the same
direction here- I’ mnot convinced that we aren’t. I’ m afraid to think of what kind of billsare
coming next in the Spring to support more union activity in the province. | do stress again,
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unions are very important to our province, they’ ve made atremendous amount of changeto
the labour lawsthat really needed to be changed. Y ou read the books on Glace Bay when the
Army camein and set machine guns up in the street to stop people from having the right to
make areasonabl eliving and safe working conditions. Those conditions, | believe, today are
gone.

| believe our Department of Labour doesagreat job ensuring that employersarefair
to employees and they have a balance in the system and as safe a workplace as they can
possibly manage under the Act they have. | would have preferred to see the government
come forward with stronger labour billsto make sure that people are safe in the workplace
and we have fewer workers compensation claims. That does make a company more
competitive, if they do have good-working employeesand employeeswho aren’tinjured on
the job.

Thereare so many thingsthat go into this- and I’ m not sure that anybody inthe NDP
who is sitting over there today has ever run abusiness, I’ m not sure that they have, and had
to worry about making a payroll, had to worry about going and exporting products outside
of the country and see how difficult it iswhen you have to export and your competitors are
in Europe, inthe U.S., in China, and seejust how quickly and how small apart of the market
you can get, if you're lucky enough to get any of it.

If you don’t understand these thingsand how they work, how canyou make rulesthat
are going to affect them? I’'m afraid that the rules under this bill, Bill No. 100, are realy
going to turn Nova Scotia into retirement cottage country. The only people who are going
to be able to afford to stay here arethe people retiring. As our population gets older, we're
going to see more and more people retire and you’ re going to see their families move to
Ontario and out West and to other countries to work. | think thisbill is going to aid that
happening, which is going to be very negative to our province, and I’ mvery afraid of what
is going to happen to this hill.

Personally, I’m going to vote against the bill. Thank you.

MR. SPEAKER: The honourablemember for HammondsPlains-Upper Sackvilleon
an introduction.

MR. MAT WHYNOTT: Mr. Speaker, it gives me great pleasure to rise today and
have an introduction. In the east gallery | have my parents, who are here to listen to the
wonderful debates. If the members would give them a warm round of applause, please.

HON. FRANK CORBETT: Mr. Speaker, would you please call Bill No. 99.
Bill No. 99 - Conflict of Interest Act.

MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Richmond.

HON. MICHEL SAMSON: Mr. Speaker, it’ sapleasureto rise and say afew words
on Bill No. 99, the Conflict of Interest Act. You'll recall | stood in my place on second
reading to highlight anumber of concerns about the way the bill was being presented. As|
mentioned then and as | say now, thisis presented as areactionary hill by the government
to give the impression that changes have been made, that there were obvious conflicts that
existed that have to be addressed.

Mr. Speaker, we know that that is not the case. This hill is more window-dressing
than anything else - might aswell call it for what it is. Regardless of that, when it wasfirst
presented, one of the aspects of it was that the Conflict of Interest Commissioner would be
required to post the forms filled out by members on-line. When the draft legidation was
brought to our caucus attention, | was asked to review it. (Interruptions) | had to look
around there because | think my baby has atoy at home that makes noise like that. | wasn’t
sure where | was for a moment there, if | was back home or still here in the House of
Assembly.

Asl was saying, at the time when the draft legislation was brought forward the way
it was presented was that everything would be posted on-line when members are required
tofill intheir disclosureforms. Now asyouknow, membersarerequired tofill intwo forms:
one which would list any sort of assetsthey have as are required to be disclosed, if it meets
certaincriteria, but aswell, another formto befilled on behalf of your spouse and dependent
children.

| was pleased that before the bill wastabled in this House, the government did make
a change to try to ensure tha the information related to spouses and dependent children
would not be posted on-line, but when we look at it more closely, it still wasn't enough
because of the fact that the form we fill out, as members, requires us to give our home
address and our home phone number. | was pleased that through the Lav Amendments
Committee process we were able to get changesin that. That information will no longer be
required to be posted on-line. It will still be provided to the Conflict of Interest
Commissioner, who at the end of the day is the individual who will be able to check and
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ensure that there is no conflict by the member, but that will remain as private information,
which it should. | don't think any Nova Scotian expects us to be giving that type of
information to be posted on-line, that anyone can take and use as they wish, or more
importantly, abuse as they wish.

| want to recognize that that important change was made. As well, if I'm not
mistaken, during the Committee of the Whole House on Bills process yesterday another
amendment was brought forward by the government in that one of the clauses in the bill,
which talks about the powers of the Conflict of Interest Commissioner, talks about his
ability, that if hefindsacomplaint madeto him or her, whoever thecommissioner might be,
isfrivolous and vexatious, that he had the ability to award both costs and damages.

[11:30 am.]

Now the problem | had with that, Mr. Speaker, is that if the Conflict of Interest
Commissioner sees a complaint, one shouldn’'t have to go very far into the process before
making a determination if something is frivolous and vexatious because it's a very strict
standard to be able to meet that text - it has to be pretty much out there to be considered
frivolous and vexatious.

My question was what costs would someone incur defending themselves against a
complaint that clearly met the test of being frivolousand vexatious? | would submit to you
that there should be no costs, because the commissioner should be able to dismiss that up
front if it’s that obvious that it meets the test of being frivolous and vexatious.

What was even more troubling for meisthat the Conflict of Interest Commissioner
was given the powersto award damages. Now what type of damages, was my question, and
exactly what would that mean? Once again, in this bill they are not defined, and it is not
defined in the regulations that were presented to us; in fact, when we did ask for the
regulations, the only thing that was given to usis basically the formsthat we currently fill
out. That wasit, there was nothing el se, there were no more definitions, there was no more
indication of how this bill wasto be interpreted.

My understanding is that yesterday - in fact, last night during Committee of the
Whole House on Bills - the government did introduce another amendment to remove the
word “damages’ from that clausein the Conflict of Interest Act. So thecommissioner would
still be given the opportunity to award costs. | would suggest that | can’t seewhereacdam
that would be determinedto befrivolousand vexatiouswoul d actually attract costson behal f
of the party that is being accused of being in conflict but, regardless, at |east that remains.
But the word “damages’ has been taken out, which | was pleased to see.

Oneof the other concerns| had, Mr. Speaker, isthat under the old rulesany member
of the House of Assembly who isto receive agift or personal benefit with avaluein excess
of $250 isrequired to declare that to the Conflict of Interest Commissioner. Those are the
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rulesthat | have been operatingunder sincel wasfirst elected. Now the government has seen
fitto add anew clausethat putsaban on receiving any gifts of personal benefit by amember
or aminister in the performance of their duties.

Now the question | had, Mr. Speaker, iswhat isthe definition of “gift”? What isthe
definition of “apersonal benefit” ? Nova Scotians are agenerous peopl e and when they have
agood deed donefor them, it’s not uncommon that they will want to reward that good deed.
We see that throughout our province and people of very modest means are usually some of
the kindest that you are going to find, who will come to your office and drop off something
they have knitted or they will drop off something they have baked - and the thought that this
bill would now require usto say I’m sorry, dear, | can’t accept that, because it would be a
conflict of interest, is ridiculous. | don’t think anyone ever intended that to be the
conseguence, but when you don’'t define what a gift is, who is going to make that
determination?

Now it would appear that the Government House Leader has indicated there will be
a definition in the regulations. Well, it would have been nice to have seen that up front,
because after what we’ ve been through, as elected members, the lagt thing we want is any
grey area, that someone will come afterwards and say no, no, you misunderstood and here’'s
what this really meant and you are in conflict in what you did.

Therequirement still remainsthat if you receiveanything in excess of $250 and you
have to declare it. The last thing | would want to see is that any member of this House,
myself or anyone else, would be accused of being in conflict for accepting what one would
determine to be basic hospitality and generosity from the people we serve. | would be
embarrassed to have to tell someone | can't accept your baked goods because I'm in a
conflict of interest under the new NDP rules. Mr. Speaker, | don’t think anyone ever
intended that.

Another clause goeson to say that if you are receiving a gift as part of an officid
function, then that’ s okay, aslong asit’ s under the $250. Again, that’ snot defined. Thelast
thing we want to seeis agrey areawhere members aren’t clear as to what the rules are, so
thereisstill opportunity therethrough theregulations, and | would hopethat the government
will share those regulations with us.

One of my other concernsis that there is no implementation date for this bill. This
isagovernment, especially the Minister of Finance, who spent so much timein Opposition
criticizing previous governments for not putting a proclamation date in the legislation, yet
here is another example of abill which affects each and every member of this House, yet it
isthe NDP Cabinet that will decide when the bill will be proclaimed. There is no need for
that, but that’ s what this government has decided is the appropriate way to proceed to allow
them to have the ability to do this, not all members of the House.
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The other concern that | raised was the fact that now in this legislation, there are
clauses that basicdly say, if ajudge of the Supreme Court of Nova Scotia finds that a
member has violated the conflict of intered, that judge can remove the member from the
House of Assembly. The judge can declare a seat vacant. A Supreme Court Judge can also
determineif aminister hasviolated acode of conduct, to remove the minister from Cabinet.
Now, as soon as| saw that, to meit was aclear violation of the British system that we find
ourselvesunder, asfar asthedivisionsof thejudicial, executive and thelegidl ative branches
of government. It made absolutely no sense to me to allow an appointed judge to be ableto
remove a duly elected member from this Chamber, regardless of what they had done. The
role to remove a member should remain with the House of Assembly. The role to remove
a Cabinet Minister must remain with the Premier. The Premier appoints people to Cabinet
under the British parliamentary system, it must be him to remove him or her, to remove a
minister from Cabinet.

| do want to commend my colleague, the member for Dartmouth East, who raised a
very clever argument here in this House by looking at the rules of this House, claiming that
this, in essence, was an amendment to the Constitution and in reality he was correct, it is.
The argument that came back from government, in doing some research,was tha these are
clausesthat werefirst putintolegidation, | believe, around the 1990s. What the government
was basically doing was just taking clausesin previouslegislation that already existed. It's
unfortunate that we would not have been here - myself and the member for Dartmouth East -
back inthe 1990swhen thiswasfirst done, where we could haveraised the fact that thiswas
actually contrary to the Constitution and to the division of powers, so we did miss that
opportunity. If I’'m not mistaken, both the member for Dartmouth East and myself in the
early 1990s were still in university so we were not (Interruption) It was right around the
border between high school and university, so we weren’'t here then.

There was still an opportunity for the government to remove those clauses. My
argument was, remove the clause of giving the judge the ability to do so and instead, amend
the House of Assembly Act to say that if amember violatesthe Conflict of Interest Act, they
would be gjected from the House of Assembly, that isfor this House to do. When former
member for Inverness, Billy Joe MacL eanwasfound guilty of expense-related issues, it was
not the court that removed him from this House, it wasthe House of Assembly that passed
legislation amending the House of Assembly Act to remove him as amember. That is our
role here because Nova Scotians have sent us, we' ve been duly el ected to hold our position.
The only place that should be able to remove a member is this duly elected House. What
saddened me, and still saddens me, is when some of the comments that were made and that
wererelayed to me of, well, we don't think it’ sthe proper environment to give the House of
Assembly powers over the future of its members. It saddened me and | was ashamed, not
ashamed personally, but ashamed for those members that they would even say that.

I’ m not embarrassed to be amember of the House of Assembly. | stand hereto serve
the people of Richmond County, duly elected infree el ections, that people were ableto vote,
vote freely and they had a choice every single time. I'm proud to be able to stand in this
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ingtitution. We are not flawless and | said from day one, if the people of Richmond County
were looking for someone who is flawless, don’t vote for me. | was not flawless then and
I’m not flawlessnow and | don’t think anyoneinthis Chamber presentsthemsel vesasbeing
that way. We will make mistakes and memberswill do thingsthat they will regret, that isthe
nature of being human. But for usto turn around and say because of certain events that we
should allow others to determine the fate of a duly elected member, that’ s not the way our
system was set up. The thought that a judge could remove a Cabinet Minister that the
Premier has appointed makes no sense at all.

One just has to ask, what Premier in their right mind would keep a minister in
Cabinet who' sin court being accused of having violated the Conflict of Interest Act?1 can’t
think of any, regardless of their politicd stripe, who would put themselves through that.
Regardless, under theBritish parliamentary system, it’ sstill ultimately the Premier who must
be able to determine who stays in Cabinet and who doesn’t.

For example, if we were to remove that, the backbenchers on the government side
could get together and decide, we don’t like a particular minister, we' re going toremovethe
minister, and we' re going to appoint one of usas minister instead. No one would expect that
to makeany senseunder the British parliamentary system, but wherearewe going that we' re
now transferring over to an appointed judge the ahility to remove a duly-dected member?

Again, | say, therewas an opportunity hereto have the same effect but to respect the
British parliamentary system wework under by amending the House of Assembly Act and
giving this Legidature the ability to remove a member if that member should have violated
the Conflict of Interest Act. | do hope that’ s never the case, that we don’t find ourselvesin
that situation, that any member would be forced out of their seat or any minister would be
forced out of Cabinet due to a conflict. I would not wish that upon anyone.

But if we're not going to stand up for this institution, who is? If the government
doesn’ t feel the need to defend theinstitution that we have, thenwho is? We'rethe oneswho
have the privilege of standing here, the 52 of us, having been duly elected. We have a
province that has approximately 990,000 citizens and only 52 of us get to stand in this
Chamber. | haven’t done the math on that, but that’ s not a very big percentage. If you ook
through history of how many have had achanceof serving, it’ sstill avery small percentage
of the population.

Y et thisbill isan examplewhere | fear it basically tells Nova Scotians - on election
day wetell them during the campaign, trust us, votefor us, wewill dowell by you. Then this
bill basically says, the minute we get to the House of Assembly, don’t trust usanymore, and
put the power in the hands of othersto determinethe fate of the members of thisinstitution.

| find that extremely unfortunate. | do hope that at one point this government will
finally stand and say, we support theinstitution that we have. It isnot perfect, we can’t think
of abetter one and we'll continue to work toward improvements. By the end of the day, the
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supremacy of the Legislature must be respected. This government has taken a number of
steps to remove that supremacy. This bill is another step toward doing that. | find that
extremely unfortunate, not only for us, but for those who will follow in our footsteps. If this
placeis not to remain asasupreme body when it comesto legislation, when it comesto our
laws, when it comes to members duly elected, | think we're going down avery dangerous
path. Unless we' re looking at completely overhauling the system of democracy we havein
this province, then we must stand behind the system that we have and look to strengthen it
at every opportunity.

Thereisstill some opportunity for the government, through regulations and through
other means, to make changes to the Conflict of Interest Act to strengthen it. As| said on
second reading, allow me to say again, the changes in the thresholds of what you need to
declare, of what assets need to be listed - allow me to say loud and clear - has zero impact
on the member for Richmond or on my spouse or on any dependent child. I’'m not sure if
there’ s any member in this House who will actually be affected by it. So let me make sure
No one misconstrues my comments as a means of trying to hide something that’sin this bill
that will have a negative impact on me. It is not the case. Not at all.

From aprocedural standpoint, from someone who has studied political science, who
has studied history, who has admired this Chamber and is very proud to stand as a member
init, thisbill sendsthe wrong messagesin some of the authority it isgranting outside of this
Chamber. It’s unnecessary and it’ sunfortunate that due to certain events, this government
does not believe that we should stand behind and fully respect the supremacy of the House
of Assembly.

HON. FRANK CORBETT: Mr. Speaker, | move third reading of Bill No. 105.
MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Colchester North.

HON. KAREN CASEY : Mr. Speaker, I'm pleased to rise in my place to make some
commentswith regard to Bill No. 105 - An Act to Amend Chapter 1 of the Acts of 1995-96,
the Education Act. In that, in particular, one clause that | will speak to is authorizing the
Minister of Education to provide aninstructional |eadership program for teachers and grant
diplomas for the successful completion of the program.

It sounds like agood idea and, Mr. Speaker, my issuewiththisisit hasbeen agood
ideafor the last 20 years. It has been in place for the last 20 years and my question is, why
the need to put it in a piece of legidation? Those people who have been involved in
education over those last 20 years are well aware of the consortium and I’'m hoping the
minister, if she hasnot been informed by staff at the department, will become familiar with
the consortium.

Y es, smiling about it, | think, isimportant because | think it isimportant to everyone
in this province in education to recognize that the good things that have happened through
partnerships, partnerships with the Nova Scotia Teachers Union, with the Department of
Education, with the School Administrators Association, with the Nova Scotia School
Boards Association and with the Association of Nova Scotia Educational Administrators.
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All partnerswho cameto the table, Mr. Speaker, and agreed that it was important that there
wouldbeinstructional |eadership programsfor teacherswho wanted to be administratorsand
for administrators who wanted to learn more.

So those partners came together, joint funding, and put together programs that did
provide the strength and the support that educational administrators and leaders in our
systems needed. So that happened without any legislation to say that the minister had the
authority to do that. That happened because there were groups of education partners who
recognized the importance, who put their dollars where they should be, and who came
together with programs that would provide that. So it is certainly a meaningless piece of
legislation to havethat included . | just want to make sure that the minister does understand
that it is redundant to try to have legidation that speaks to something that dready exists.

MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Bedford-Birch Cove.

MS. KELLY REGAN: Mr. Speaker, | would just like to echo the remarks of the
honourable member who just preceded me. This does not need to be in legislation and this
isyet another one of those billswhere we are seeing that issues of housekeeping - and I'm
not even sure you can call this housekeeping because it simply did not need to be done -
have been brought before thisHouse, maybeto get the numbersup. We' renot quite sure, but
thisalready existsin this province, so we're not quite sure why it came forward at thistime
in this particular way. Anyway, it's great that educators can become more educated about
administration, but thisis - not that we' [l have that many administrators left after a 22 per
cent cut in education, but anyway, with that said, | think | will resume my seat.

MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Kings West.

MR. LEO GLAVINE: Mr. Speaker, | did want to rise in my place today and just
point out that during my teaching career, there were opportunities for anybody in the
professionto engageinleadership training. | know asfar back as 20 to 25 yearsago, picking
up a copy of the monthly NSTU paper and seeing the leadership courses that would be
offered during the summer months, especialy for those who were considering
administration, there was actually a block of administration courses that could be taken.
There was also the week-long seminar for teachers who were looking at administration or
who were going into department head roles or doing an interim period of administration.
There were those opportunities and teachers and administrators took part inthose. I amnot
sure at the end of the day if a diploma or some kind of certification was actudly given,
because | did administration at the university level.

I know this has long been available to the teaching profession. It is, again, one of
those hills that has come before the Legislature that I'm not sure will make an iota of
difference in the life of a teacher and school administrator, but it's one that’s there and
maybeit’ sonethat we can takealook at and perhaps do something to inspire young teachers
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to look at the role of leadership in our school system. With that, Mr. Speaker, | take my
place.

HON. KEITH COLWELL: Mr. Speaker, thisis a bill that our caucus will not be
supporting. There are some clausesin thishill that | think go too far in the direction against
the landlord and there are some clauses that don’'t go far enough in the direction of the
tenant. When you look at the bill, | don’t think it’s a bill that’s really going to accomplish
what | hope the minister had hoped that it would do. | would think that thisbill will be back
here probably within ayear or two years for some major amendmentsto it, when landlords
finally say, we' renot going to rent our facilitiesanymore, we' |l sell them. I’ ve already talked

to many landlords who have said they’re going to do that prior to this bill coming forward.

Onthe other hand, we must make surethat we have tenantswho are protected. | have
atrailer court in my riding that has a continuous problem with the owner of thetrailer court
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imposing some pretty strict covenants on the people in the community. Some of them are
justified and some of them aren’t, and continually looking for major rent increases.

| think it hasto be abalance. | don’t think thisbill strikesthat balance unfortunately.
| wish it would have because | do think that the bill needs to be changed and needs to be
changed in amajor way, but unfortunately this bill isn't it, thank you.

MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Argyle.

HON. CHRISTOPHER D’ENTREMONT: Mr. Speaker, again, thisis one of those
billsthat we' ve heard alot of opposition to it, there are some questionabl e clauses withinit,
especialy as it revolves around the immediate tenure. There are still some landlords who
aren’'t too sure whether it gives them the tools that they need in order to protect their
properties, | guessishow you would put it. Asitisherein third reading, we know it will get
passed and put into law.

| know alot of timesthat we get phone callsasMLAS, so | guesswe' |l have to hold
judgment on whether it will be effective or not, depending on the phone calls that we'll be
getting asMLAs. | do agree afair amount with the previous speaker, that I’ m sure we'll be
back at it at some other point, making some changes to this bill, but at this point, we'll be
seeing it on to the next stage of itslife, thank you.

MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Dartmouth East.

MR. ANDREW Y OUNGER: Mr. Speaker, just very briefly, | just wanted to follow
up from the honourable member for Preston onthisand just say that | think, as he suggested,
i’ snot that we' re against the entire bill. There are obviously some things that we think are
positiveimprovements. | know that two amendments, we had one- wefelt very strongly that
the domestic violence piece should be included in thisbill. I will recognize the fact that the
government has indicated an interest to bring that forward at a later date. It remains our
feeling that it would have been better to hold thishbill at thistime until that could beincluded
and worked out among the department. | know that they had some challenges around the
legal wording but we think that was extremely important, especially in light of the optics of
the fact that the government released areport last week on domestic violence and that very
important issue and this was one of the recommendations from the government.

The second issue - and the member for Preston spoke very eloquently on this - was
the issue around the tenure. While do understand where the department is coming from on
reducing it to zero tenure, | still feel quite srongly that it’ s better placed at onetotwo years
becauseactually | think that not only isthe member for Preston correct in saying that wewill
be back herebecause of landlords’ concerns, | think we' re going to be back here because of
tenants’ concerns in many respects. There appears to be a way around this for many
landlordsin that you will now havethese very cumbersomeand very long leases, with avery
long list of rulesfor tenancy, just so that the landlord can ensurethat they’ recovered if they
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need to evict somebody. You may find that we have tenants with just really cumbersome
leases and find that we end up having as many complaints from tenantsin the end on thisas
landlords.

Bill No. 121 - Human Organ and Tissue Donation Act.

MR. SPEAKER: The honourable Government House L eader.
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HON. FRANK CORBETT: Mr. Speaker, | so move third reading.
MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Richmond.

HON. MICHEL SAMSON: Mr. Speaker, unfortunately | didn’t havethe opportunity
at second reading to make comments, but | had the opportunity to hear a number of the
comments from members on al sides of the Legislature.

| had the opportunity a few years ago under the former Minister of Justice, the
member for Cape Breton North, along with the Premier, who was then the Leader of the
Opposition, totravel downtotheMiami-Dadeforensicfacility. At thetimeour provincewas
looking at the adequacy of what we had here for forensic science aswell asthe morgue, and
we had an opportunity to talk about organ and tissue donation.

What was interesting is that in Miami-Dade, and | believein the State of Florida,
thereisan automatic assumption of tissue donation when it comesto eyes. They do not need
consent to be able to remove the eyes from a deceased individual if they are suitable for
transplant. | found that very interesting, that they would have picked that and that there was
that automatic assumption. What wasinteresting aswell isthat at the actual morgue they had
agroup, ateam, that was designated to call families assoon asthey were aware that someone
was deceased - whether it be through a car crash or asudden death - toimmediately request,
are you prepared to allow the deceased to be an organ donor?

What was interesting there as well - we even got to see part of acouple of autopsies
that weretaking place. Weseeit on TV sometimes, but it sawholeother thing when you' re
inaroom seeing it being done. It wasinteresting to see and to hear them describe - we often
think of the mgor organs and the role those can play in saving other people’ s lives, but as
well thereisthe skin, the tissue, the muscles. There are so many other partsaswell that can
be harvested and that can be used in transplants to help others. It's important that that
message be out there.

| know whenyou get your health card now, it doesask you if you wish tobean organ
donor. It gives you different options to check off. Often people only think of the major
organs, but there’s much more that can be donated as well, which I’ m sure the Minister of
Health is well aware of. | think many colleagues have indicated what we can do toward
education and making people aware of that. | know for me it was an education of hearing
what skin and muscle tissue, and even bones in some cases, can be used for in transplants
and in helping others.

What was interesting is that the Chief Medical Officer was explaining to us why
Miami-Dade had one of the highest organ donations anywherein North America. Naturally
we were puzzled - why would it be that this one areawould have such high donations? We
weretravelling from one areato the next and just aswe weretravelling, a Harley-Davidson
went by at high speed and the driver was going by without a helmet, and the Chief Medical
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Examiner told usit’s because of guys like him that we have avery high donation rate here
inMiami-Dade. Hesaid, wedon't haveahelmet law. He said, it’ samazing how many deaths
or severeinjuries are caused, that someone' sin acomaand isjust not going to recover. He
indicated that the day that they implement ahelmet law they will see adramatic decreasein
the amount of organ donationsin their area. | found that most interesting.

| heard other members, my colleague, the member for Kings West, for example,
speak of aconstituent of hiswho had a double-lung transplant. Memberswill recall the late
Marilyn MacKay, who had the opportunity to raise her issue on a number of occasions. |
know my colleague, the member for Kings West, made reference, but obvioudy that was
another case of anindividual having to wait over ayear, almost two years, before getting a
transplant when adonor became avail able. Thetransplant was successful, but unfortunately,
due to complications shortly afterward, she passed away. Unfortunately there was not a
happy ending to that story, but good came out of that, because Marilyn and Ken MacK ay
werevery vocal about the need for government support for Nova Scotianswho havetotravel
out of province.

| was pleased when the former Minister of Health, the honourable member for
Argyle, did provide somefunding, and then when the new government came inthe Minister
of Health did announce aformal program to help Nova Scotians who have to travel outside
of our province for medical treatment that is not available here.

It is important that we continue to speak to our loved ones to find out what their
wishesare. Tragedieswill happen, and in many cases, | think asthe minister pointed out, it’s
not everyone who would be a suitable donor, depending how their life has come to an end.
But still, it's a discussion that we should al have with our family members and with our
friends, so that should anything happen to them thereisno confusion asto whether they wish
to be adonor or not.

| have no doubt that at one point inthisLegislature, there will be legislationwith an
automatic assumption about donors. | have no doubt we are moving down that road at some
point. We are not there yet, but | have no doubt that during my lifetime | will see whereit
will be an automatic assumption in our province. Like | said, we're certainly not debating
that today, but that will be anissue that will come before us. | think some of the statsthat the
minister made available asto how many transplantstook place, those numbersarestill very
low, especially when theminister indicated over 50 per cent of Nova Scotianshaveindicated
they wish to be donors on their health card.

There is more work to be done, but certainly anything that’s going to move this
forward and hopefully save livesfor Nova Scotiansis something we can support. | did take
note of theremarksfrom the member for Cape Breton West, with hisownfamily experience,
and | know at home we had arecent tragedy not that long ago - | saw one of the postingson
the memorid site was from another family who had lost achild just a year earlier. One of
the things that they noted isthat as difficult asit was to have lost their child, they did take
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comfortinthefact that | believe it was eight or nine different families benefited from some
of the organs and tissue that were donated as a result of that tragedy.

| think NovaScotians certainly takecomfort in hearing those stories, that some good
can come out of these tragedies. Anything that we can do to get our numbers up and give
NovaScotiansasecond leaseon life, tha bearsout of tragic circumstancesor thelossof life,
is certainly something we can all work toward supporting.

| do commend the minister for bringing thisbill forward. | know I’ ve been critical
of some of the pieces of legislation, but certainly this one helps to balance out the bills that
the government has brought out. Clearly, this one will have adirect impact on the lives of
some Nova Scotians, possibly even on the families of members here in this Chamber.

With that, Mr. Speaker, | thank you for the opportunity to make afew remarks on
third reading of thisbill. Merci.
