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ORDERS OF THE DAY 

 

 ORAL QUESTIONS PUT BY MEMBERS TO MINISTERS 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable Leader of the Official Opposition. 

 

PREM. - TEACHERS: MEDIATION - AGREE 

 

 HON. JAMIE BAILLIE: Mr. Speaker, congratulations. 

 

My question is to the Premier. Whatever strategy the Premier was trying to resolve 

his dispute with teachers is in shambles today. Now, even a simple meeting about how to 

improve classroom conditions has fallen apart. He said no to conciliation; he said no to 

mediation. Well, the off -ramps on the road to avoiding a strike are getting fewer and fewer. 

 

In light of the latest development, I would like to ask the Premier, will he now agree 

to mediation to end this impasse without a strike? 

 

THE PREMIER: Mr. Speaker, I want to thank the honourable member for the 

question. The meeting is ongoing as we sit here, as we speak in this House, we continue to 

look towards ways that we continue to reduce the requirements that we’re asking of 

teachers across the province, and when it comes to data collections and outcomes we will 

continue to do so. 

 

We’re looking forward to continuing to reach out to teachers. It’s my hope that the 

Teachers Union will join at the next meeting as we go forward. They’re an important 

partner for us and we want, along with them, to make sure that teachers are standing in 

front of our students, and we want the same thing as they want, which is to continue to 

improve the classroom environment. 

 

MR. BAILLIE: Well, Mr. Speaker, the Premier clearly isn’t listening because none 

of that is working, and that’s the problem. That’s why parents and students want to see this 

worked out without a strike. 

 

A mediator would have been an obvious way to get there with no downside. A 

mediator, by the way, is exactly what the Premier used to point to in these situations when 

he was in Opposition. And from a statement by the Premier about a bus strike just a few 

years ago he said he wondered why the Premier, the Premier of that time, hadn’t offered 

the services of the Department of Labour and Advanced Education to try to resolve the 

dispute. Well, all Nova Scotians are wondering, today, if a mediator was good enough for 

a bus strike, why is it not good enough to resolve a classroom strike? 

 

 THE PREMIER: Mr. Speaker, I want to thank the honourable member for the 

question; it’s a very good question. We said we’d go to mediation. We also said that the 
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fiscal envelope is what it is. If teachers would be able to bring savings that they want, we 

would be able to share those savings back. We have set a wage pattern across the entire 

public sector; it’s part of what all of us are going to have to do to be part of making sure 

this province gets back to fiscal health so we can invest in the very things that Nova 

Scotians are asking us to invest in: health care, education, and looking after vulnerable 

citizens. We believe we have a fair package on the table. It has been agreed to by two 

different executives of the NSTU, and we’re continuing to move forward. 

 

 MR. BAILLIE: Mr. Speaker, the Premier is happy to say all of those things here in 

this House; he’s happy to say all of those things out in front of the TV cameras where it 

looks tough, but he’s afraid to actually go and make those exact same points to the Teachers 

Union, itself, at a bargaining table. Now, what is wrong with sitting down at a bargaining 

table with the help of an outside mediator to work out this dispute? There has been enough 

posturing for the cameras. 

 

Parents and students want to see the Premier work it out with teachers, so I will ask 

him, if he believes what he is saying, why is he afraid to make those points at a bargaining 

table? 

 

 THE PREMIER: Mr. Speaker, we made those points at the bargaining table on two 

separate occasions. We had two agreements agreed to by two different executives of the 

Nova Scotia Teachers Union. We’re saying we’re prepared to go back and have the 

conversation about it, but the parameters around the fiscal limit were there. They have 

savings that they can bring forward; that’s a positive thing. The other positive thing, the 

Leader of the Progressive Conservative Party has finally shown some interest in public 

education. 

 

MR. SPEAKER: The honourable Leader in the House of the New Democratic 

Party. 

 

PREM. - NSTU: MEET - AGREE 

 

HON. STERLING BELLIVEAU: Mr. Speaker, my question is to the Premier also. 

Yesterday, we heard from the Nova Scotia Teachers Union that they have lost faith that 

this government is willing to form a partnership based on mutual respect. This government 

has disrespected teachers. they have disrespected teachers by trying to use Bill No. 148 to 

legislate a contract. 

 

Will the Premier admit it is time to sit down with the Nova Scotia Teachers Union? 

 

 THE PREMIER: Mr. Speaker, I want to thank the honourable member for the 

question again. (Interruption) I want to thank the honourable member for the question. 

(Interruption) Maybe, maybe, the muzzle will be taken off the member for Pictou East, and 

he’ll get a question today - and I’ll be happy to answer it. 
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 I do want to show respect to the honourable member who has asked me the question, 

to be able to respond to the question that has been asked. 

 

MR. SPEAKER: Order, please. The honourable Premier has the floor. 

 

 THE PREMIER: Mr. Speaker, I want to thank the honourable member for the 

question. The teachers across the province, it has been said time and time again that the 

profession has the greatest impact in our province. We’ll have it for decades. We all know 

teachers who inspired us during our own journeys. I have said over and over again that I 

respect the teachers who are standing in front of us. We’ve developed two different 

agreements with two different executives of the Nova Scotia Teachers Union. We’re going 

to continue to make those investments in classrooms. We’ve heard from teachers that they 

wanted other investments made. We’re now listening. We’re now working with them to 

make sure that we continue to make those investments that will improve classrooms across 

this province. 

 

 MR. BELLIVEAU: This government has disrespected teachers by not listening. 

Teachers have been loud and clear that they want to be at the bargaining table. They have 

asked for conciliation; this government said no. They have asked for mediation; this 

government said no. Teachers need this government to be a strong partner. Instead this 

government is refusing to even show up at the bargaining table. Will the Premier explain 

to Nova Scotians why he is sitting out of the collective bargaining process? 

 

 THE PREMIER: I remind the honourable member that we had two separate 

agreements with two different executives of the Nova Scotia Teachers Union, all of which 

were made at the bargaining table. I also want to tell the honourable member that we’re 

prepared to have the conversation, to go back to talk about it. But the fiscal envelope is 

what it is. I’ve said to the Teachers Union that if they can find savings to bring back, we’re 

more than prepared to share those savings back with their members. This collective 

agreement and wage pattern is across the entire public sector. In classrooms, we made a 

$65 million investment. We want to continue to make investments in classrooms. We’ve 

heard from teachers that data collection is an issue. We’re going to respond to that. With 

our partnered school boards, we’re doing that today. 

 

 It’s my hope that the Teachers Union will come back to the table so that we can 

continue to make sure that we improve the classroom environment. 

 

 MR. BELLIVEAU: I think this particular saying is fitting: if you’re not at the table, 

perhaps you’re on the menu. Just this week, this government disrespected teachers by 

making an announcement without even inviting the Nova Scotia Teachers Union. The 

minister patted herself on the back for cancelling assessments that have already been 

completed, further disrespecting the time and effort the teachers have already put in. Will 

this Premier reach out to the Nova Scotia Teachers Union today to repair this relationship? 
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 THE PREMIER: I want to congratulate the minister for freezing all the data 

collection that’s coming from the Department of Education and Early Childhood 

Development. Our partners are doing the same. We’ve heard loud and clear from teachers 

across the province that it is an issue. We want to sit down with teachers. We were hoping 

that would happen today with the Teachers Union. They chose not to be at that meeting, 

but we’re going to continue to reach out to teachers across the province. 

 

 I’ve heard from teachers who feel that that decision that was made a few days ago 

was a sign of good faith that we were listening to what they were saying. They want to be 

at the table. We’re looking forward to continuing that conversation to improve classrooms 

across the province. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable Leader of the Official Opposition. 

 

PREM. - HWY. NO. 104 TOLLS: EXTENSION - REVENUE USAGE 

 

 HON. JAMIE BAILLIE: We now know that this government made a decision to 

condemn Cumberland motorists to eight years of tolls that they shouldn’t have to pay. 

Yesterday, the Minister of Transportation and Infrastructure Renewal tried to defend that 

decision by saying that the extra toll money would go to maintenance. That’s just not the 

case, Mr. Speaker. A freedom of information request confirms that the extra toll revenue 

in fact is being used to make the province’s bottom line look better. I’ll quote from that 

freedom of information response, which says: the province recognizes the Highway 104 

Corporation net income as general revenue. Why does this government, in public, say that 

the extra tolls are for maintenance when in secret it decides to use the toll revenue to make 

its own books look better? 

 

 THE PREMIER: The honourable member would know there’s a contract that’s 

gone forward. We’re continuing to make those investments. He would know that the 

consortium that has built that facility is responsible for making sure it’s maintained until 

2027. The tolls that he’s referring to stay within that corporation, are not available to the 

government to spend. It stays inside of that corporation until that agreement has been 

fulfilled. 

 

 MR. BAILLIE: The Premier knows full well that the net income of that corporation 

flows to the bottom line of the province. The minute he decided to keep the money instead 

of stopping the tolls, he turned it from a toll into a tax. That’s why no Nova Scotian will 

ever trust this government with toll roads when they condemned the motorists of 

Cumberland County, who should be free of those tolls in 2018, to continue to pay it 

anyway. That is completely contrary to the original deal, which was that tolls would pay 

for the road and then stop. It is wrong. It is unfair. It is a punitive tax at a time when people 

need to know that the tolls will come off when the debt is paid. 
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 The Premier has a chance to set this right. Will he tell this House today that he will 

go back to the plan where the tolls pay off the debt and that the toll booth will come out in 

2018? 

 

 THE PREMIER: Mr. Speaker, first of all, I want to say to the honourable member 

that prior to that highway going in there it was known as “death valley.” There are families 

who are still suffering to this day from the deaths that happened on that highway. The toll 

highway has saved lives across the province - not only in Cumberland County but all those 

coming into our province. We’ve seen that. 

 

 What we’ve said as we’ve continued to go through this process - there is a process 

in place. Any money that is there stays inside that corporation. It is the responsibility of 

that corporation to maintain that highway until 2027. We’re going to continue to make 

sure. 

 

 That money is not available to the government to spend, Mr. Speaker. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Truro-Bible Hill-Millbrook-Salmon 

River. 

 

EECD - TEACHERS NEGOTIATIONS: BARGAINING TABLE - RETURN 

 

 MS. LENORE ZANN: Mr. Speaker, my question today is for the Minister of 

Education and Early Childhood Development. The minister keeps telling us that she’s 

listening to teachers. She seems to have forgotten that the teachers in this province are 

represented by the Nova Scotia Teachers Union. Teachers are the ones who voted for a 

strong strike mandate. Teachers, supported by thousands of parents, are speaking out about 

their frustrations with this government. 

 

 Let’s be clear: teachers are the union. So my question for the minister is, would she 

agree today to go back to the bargaining table with the Nova Scotia Teachers Union? 

 

 HON. KAREN CASEY: Mr. Speaker, let me take this opportunity to say thank you 

to every teacher in this province for the incredible work that they do. (Applause) I have 

had a lot of opportunities to hear from and speak with teachers. As recently as last week, I 

sat down with teachers who really have some fair, legitimate concerns. I need to hear those, 

and we began to address those when we talked about the standardized tests. 

 

 MS. ZANN: Well, from what I hear, if you got rid of the standardized tests for the 

elementary years, that would make up the $7.5 million you’re asking teachers to find. 

 

 Mr. Speaker, yesterday the minister announced she would go ahead with a meeting 

with the partnership without the union at the table. That doesn’t sound like much of a 

partnership to me. The minister invited teachers, but I’m guessing most of them will be 
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busy teaching, doing prep work, preparing for holiday concerts, and getting report cards 

ready. The partnership table is not where a new contract will be negotiated. That can only 

happen with the NSTU at the bargaining table. 

 

 So my question is, will the minister explain why she’s trying to divide and conquer 

rather than fulfilling her legal obligation under the Teachers’ Collective Bargaining Act to 

actually negotiate with the NSTU? 

 

 MS. CASEY: Mr. Speaker, with respect to teachers, it’s very unfortunate - I was 

disappointed to hear that the NSTU had postponed participation in the meeting today. 

When that was known to teachers, that that partnership would be happening, they were 

encouraged. They are trying to get their voices heard. They’ve tried through focus groups, 

and their union has told them no. (Interruptions) 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: Order, please. The honourable Minister of Education and Early 

Childhood Development has the floor. 

 

 MS. CASEY: Thank you, Mr. Speaker. Teachers’ voices need to be heard. They 

have tried through focus groups, and their union told them no; they’ve tried through 

participating in a survey when we asked them what PD would be important, and the union 

told them no. In fact, the union took me to the Labour Board because I was trying to listen 

to teachers. That’s the union we have. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable Leader of the Official Opposition. 

 

PREM.: HEALTH SERV. PLAN - RELEASE 

 

 HON. JAMIE BAILLIE: Mr. Speaker, users of our health system across this 

province and their families are getting worried about what the government has in store for 

our regional hospitals, local care centres, and other health care delivery systems. They have 

been asking serious questions about the future of health care in their own communities. But 

instead of getting answers, they’re told that the Nova Scotia Health Authority has a health 

services plan with all the detail included. 

 

 Will the Premier release the health services plan today, so that Nova Scotians can 

see for themselves what the future holds for their local hospitals? 

 

 THE PREMIER: Mr. Speaker, I want to thank the honourable member for the 

question. As you know, over the last number of years we’ve come to one district Health 

Authority in this province. We’re now able to maximize all of our health care facilities 

across the province to their fullest potential. We had an announcement that we would be 

moving surgeries out of HRM - 800 of them - to take care of capacity that’s in the Windsor 

hospital. That’s a positive sign. We’re now having Nova Scotians having access to one 
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system where they can actually receive the service quicker and faster in communities across 

this province.  

 

My own family has gone into Cumberland County to use the health care services 

that have been in that county, in a timely way. We are going to continue to make those 

investments across the community to make sure we are maximizing all our health care 

facilities. 

 

 MR. BAILLIE: Well, Mr. Speaker, I guess it’s a secret health services plan, because 

Nova Scotians who pay the taxes to support our health care system deserve to see the entire 

plan. They deserve to know what it is. We have 100,000 Nova Scotians today without a 

family doctor, the health services plan contains the allocation plans for doctors across this 

province for places like Cumberland County, like Weymouth, like Springhill, like Truro, 

like so many places - the Premier won’t let them see it. 

 

 For the 100,000 Nova Scotians without a family doctor, will the Premier release 

the health services plan today so Nova Scotians can see for themselves what the future 

holds? 

 

 THE PREMIER: Mr. Speaker, again I want to thank the honourable member for 

the question and tell him we’re hearing from Nova Scotians who are grateful for the 

opportunity that they have one unified system now, they can access health care across our 

province in a timely manner for their loved ones. Those are all positive signs we’re seeing. 

 

 The announcement from the Minister of Health and Wellness a couple of weeks 

ago, that I attended, where we hired 22 more nurse practitioners, family practice nurses, 

which will continue to build on collaborative care centres that we have around the 

community now, that’s 14,000 other Nova Scotians now who have access to a health care 

team which includes a physician. 

 

 We know there is more work to do, and we’ll continue to work to make sure we 

recruit more health care providers in making sure that we’re maximizing those health care 

providers’ skills to the fullest potential. We believe nurse practitioners have a major role 

to play, as well as family practice nurses and team, with our physicians - I would also add, 

Mr. Speaker, in some communities we’ll want to put a social worker as part of that 

collaborative team to look at the social determinants of health. We’ll look at those case by 

case with communities across this province. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Argyle-Barrington. 
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HEALTH & WELLNESS - U.S. HEALTH CLINICIANS:  

N.S. MOVE - INFO. 

 

 HON. CHRISTOPHER D’ENTREMONT: Mr. Speaker, yesterday in Question 

Period the Minister of Health and Wellness said that in the handful of hours after the U.S. 

election American doctors were inquiring about moving to Nova Scotia. His statement 

represented hope for the hundreds of people in Nova Scotia who don’t have doctors - the 

hundreds of thousands by the sound of it. 

 

 We later learned that the minister’s story, well, it wasn’t quite true. Why would the 

minister give false hope to all those Nova Scotians who don’t have a family doctor? 

 

 HON. LEO GLAVINE: Mr. Speaker, we know that last summer what started as, I 

guess, an opportunity for Americans looking at their election and the prospects of who may 

get elected, which has been realized, last summer we had serious, genuine inquiries from a 

range of health clinicians who would seriously look at application to Nova Scotia. 

 

 MR. D’ENTREMONT: Now, Mr. Speaker, we’ve all heard that the Premier 

promised a family doctor for every Nova Scotian, we’ve said it many times, but now we’re 

hearing that it’s aspirational. Yesterday we heard that a stampede of American doctors was 

hyperbole. 

 

 Mr. Speaker, aspirations and hyperbole don’t take the place of a family doctor. 

When will the minister give Nova Scotians the straight goods about the doctor shortage, 

rather than making it all a joke? 

 

 MR. GLAVINE: The member opposite knows how hard we are working to do 

recruitment. We have been active, we’re one of the first provinces to approach residents in 

the 17 medical schools across Canada and we’ve had very, very positive indications to date 

of those who would like to come to Nova Scotia. We also know there will be opportunities 

beyond our own 17 medical schools to fill the ranks. We know that even with the 

announcement of nurse practitioners and with family practice nurses, that about 14,000 

more patients will have primary care in this province. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Sackville-Cobequid. 

 

LAE - FIRST RESPONDERS: PTSD - WCB COVERAGE 

 

 HON. DAVID WILSON: Mr. Speaker, my question is for the Minister of Labour 

and Advanced Education. Today Canadian correctional officers are outside the Legislature 

asking MLAs to visit their display that shows the harsh realities in their job and the need 

for amendments to the Workers’ Compensation Act to include automatic coverage for 

PTSD for first responders.  
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I would like to ask the minister, will the minister and her government provide 

presumptive coverage for WCB for first responders in Nova Scotia who are diagnosed with 

PTSD? 

 

 HON. KELLY REGAN: I know how seriously the honourable member takes the 

issue of PTSD in the workforce. I would note, Mr. Speaker, that last week Nova Scotia 

held our first-ever Workplace Mental Health and PTSD Conference. We had speakers on 

the topic from across the country. What it underlined for me is that we have to do a better 

job of providing supports for our front-line workers early on, right from the time they begin 

the job, or even before they begin the job, to make sure they don’t end up needing 

presumptive care. 

 

 MR. DAVID WILSON: What we need, Mr. Speaker, is this government to follow 

other jurisdictions that have done that. I would like to ask the Premier - the Standing 

Committee on Public Safety and National Security in Ottawa has recommended 

presumptive coverage for first responders, if diagnosed with PTSD. In their committee and 

recommendations to the federal government, they’re asking the federal government to 

invite the provinces and territories where this is not the case, to consider this type of public 

policy.  

 

 I would like to ask the Premier, is he satisfied that this government is doing enough 

to support workers suffering from PTSD? Will he introduce this type of public policy in 

Nova Scotia? 

 

 THE PREMIER: On my way into the House today I had an opportunity to meet 

with correctional officers from across the country who are out there. They are obviously 

raising a very serious issue. The Minister of Labour and Advanced Education has just 

spoken on that, and the conference that we brought into the province. It’s to look at what 

mechanisms we can use to ensure that those workers who are going to work in the kind of 

environment where they’re suffering from PTSD, that we’re providing them the supports 

as required.  

  

I will say to the honourable member who has raised the issue of what happened 

with the national government, that I will make a commitment to him, that I will bring this 

issue to the table of Premiers and the Prime Minister when we meet in the future, to put it 

on the table so that we can have a fulsome discussion across the country around that issue. 

I do want to recognize that this member has stood in this House many, many times talking 

about this. In his former profession, I know that he has colleagues who are called upon 

every day to go out and serve us, and reach out to us at the worst time, at a most vulnerable 

time in our lives. That has an impact on them and their families. I don’t think we want to 

minimize that. As a matter of fact, we want to do everything we can to support them. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Sydney River-Mira-Louisbourg. 
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PREM. - G&W RAILROAD: LEASED LAND - PURCHASE DEALS 

 

 HON. ALFIE MACLEOD: My question is for the Premier. As I reminded the 

Minster of TIR last week, the conduct of Genesee & Wyoming Railroad has caused serious 

financial strife for residents in Cape Breton. Beyond the issue of permission fees for the 

utility fees, people are feeling the burn due to another problem. In a written agreement by 

Canadian Transport more than 20 years ago, it was said that the people leasing land owned 

by the railroad would be able to purchase it, and I’ll table that. This has still not happened 

many decades later. My question for the Premier is, does the Premier agree that this is a 

significant issue for many people on Cape Breton Island? 

 

 THE PREMIER: Yes, I do. There’s no question. I met with the people who he’s 

referring to across that rail line. There’s no question that they, as a group, are willing to 

make the reasonable fee requirement. We’re looking at all avenues. The Minister of 

Transportation and Infrastructure Renewal spoke about this issue in the House around 

URB. But yes, I do agree with the honourable member that some of the fees that are being 

charged to those families are unreasonable. 

 

 MR. MACLEOD: People leasing this land have been wanting to develop and 

improve their properties for decades, but given that they are not landowners, they don’t 

have the security or the incentive to do so. Many of these properties have been summer 

cottages and homes for families for generations, yet no one can say it is their own. Allowing 

these families to own the land would improve the overall value and give owners peace of 

mind.  

 

 My question to the Premier is, will the Premier ensure that he and his Cabinet 

colleagues act immediately to make sure these people can finally own the land they’ve 

lived on for so many years, and fulfill the promise that he made at many kitchen tables in 

Victoria-The Lakes? 

 

 THE PREMIER: Mr. Speaker, as I said to the honourable member, I agree with the 

position he has taken on this issue. The Minister of Transportation and Infrastructure 

Renewal has been involved in this. We’re looking to find what the appropriate resolution 

to this is; we’re looking at all avenues. Some of the fees being charged to be able to use for 

leasing that property across those railroad tracks is unreasonable and it is holding back that 

community and members of that community the ability to develop their properties to the 

way that they see fit. We will use all the avenues that are at our disposal to make sure we 

respond to what they are bringing to us. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Inverness. 
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ENVIRON. - SALVAGE YARD PERMIT: REQUIREMENTS - REVISIT 

 

 MR. ALLAN MACMASTER: A question for the Minister of Environment. Picture 

this, Mr. Speaker, your neighbour or someone living close to you decides to become a 

collector of derelict vehicles, old oil trucks, boats, and all kinds of other things. If the site 

is less than 0.25 hectares, there is no need for a salvage yard permit and no resolution for 

people who call the Department of Environment to complain.  

 

Will the minister look at closing this loophole? 

 

 HON. MARGARET MILLER: Mr. Speaker, I thank the honourable member for 

the question. As recently as yesterday actually we were doing a review of the salvage yards, 

the procedures and things like used oil and how that will be used and how we can better 

protect the citizens of Nova Scotia. 

 

 MR. MACMASTER: Well, Mr. Speaker, I guess my question was quite timely 

then. People deserve freedom, but it sounds like the minister would agree that turning 

residential lots into small salvage yards does nothing for neighbouring property values. It 

creates a lot of frustration when people call and they hear that nothing can be done, so I’m 

glad to hear the minister saying that it looks like something is in the works. 

 

 I was going to ask the minister if she would review this matter and perhaps she 

could include the Minister of Municipal Affairs as well, because sometimes these things 

can come under unsightly properties. But one way or the other, Mr. Speaker, the matter 

does need to be addressed for people. So if she could provide some further clarification on 

what is happening, that would be much appreciated. 

 

 MS. MILLER: Thank you for the respectful question from the member opposite. 

It’s certainly something we’ll be looking at going forward. There are many things to discuss 

- the size of the units, what disposal rates are, where the bed can be, where the leachate has 

to be on a bed, you know, how it is accumulated. There are many things to talk about, some 

of that will be also with Municipal Affairs and consultation will also be part of this process 

as well.  

  

MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Dartmouth South. 

 

PREM.: CHILDREN & FAM. SERV. ACT - MIN. CONFIDENCE 

 

 MS. MARIAN MANCINI: My question is for the Premier. Last year the Minister 

of Community Services introduced amendments to the Children and Family Services Act. 

In spite of what she claimed was an extensive consultation, the bill was met with significant 

concerns from social workers, Legal Aid lawyers, members of the First Nations and 

African Nova Scotian communities. 
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 The bill was sent back to the department several times, due to serious flaws and a 

lack of consultation. On Monday we saw that process repeat itself when the government’s 

own members of the Law Amendments Committee brought forth a motion to send the bill 

back. 

 

 Mr. Speaker, I ask the Premier, has the Premier lost confidence in the Minister of 

Community Services to deliver on her legislative agenda? 

 

 THE PREMIER: Mr. Speaker, I want to thank the honourable member for the 

question. It gives me an opportunity to thank the Minister of Community Services for the 

tremendous work she is doing for families and for people with disabilities.  

 

One of my proudest moments as Premier is when I had an opportunity to see you 

take your place in that Chair, Mr. Speaker. It’s the people’s Chair and every Nova Scotian 

should have access to that Chair, and I’m extremely proud of the fact that I was the Premier 

at the time and we were in government when we saw the fact that you could take your 

rightful place in this House.  

 

 Mr. Speaker, there were many consultations across our province around the bill that 

was before Law Amendments Committee that went forward. There were legitimate 

concerns brought forward to all members of this House, brought forward by the disabilities 

community. It’s the responsibility of government to listen. If we brought the bill back here 

they would have accused us of not listening. 

 

 This is the right way for Law Amendments Committee to be working. We’re going 

to continue to engage; at the same time we’re going to build the regulations around that so 

that all people, the people who will be affected the most by this, will have confidence that 

the bill is exactly what they believe it to be. 

 

 MS. MANCINI: Mr. Speaker, the Minister of Community Services has been tasked 

with transforming the department and all the programs and services it provides. The 

process is taking years and costing millions of dollars and Nova Scotians have seen little 

progress on this work - what they have seen is two failed bills that the minister has 

produced. 

 

 Mr. Speaker, does the Premier think the Minister of Community Services is capable 

of leading the transformation project currently happening in her department? 

 

 THE PREMIER: I’m very proud of the fact that this Minister of Community 

Services led the largest increase in income assistance in this province’s history. 

 

 We’ve seen a 10 per cent reduction in affordable housing wait-lists across this 

province, and we’re going to continue to see more under the leadership of that minister. 

Vulnerable families and vulnerable children in this province have an advocate in this 
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minister, and the legislation that was brought forward protects vulnerable families and 

vulnerable children in this province and I am proud of the fact that I have been able to stand 

next to this minister when she stood up and defended the people in this province who need 

to be defended. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Colchester-Musquodoboit Valley. 

 

EECD - SCHOOL BDS.: FUNDING - SPENDING DISCRETION 

 

 MR. LARRY HARRISON: Mr. Speaker, my question is going to be for the 

Minister of Education and Early Childhood Development. The other day I saw a lady who 

has a young lad in elementary school, and he is not really allowed to go because of 

difficulties, there is no one there to look after him when he does. 

 

 I was talking to another person, and the board hired a very expensive administration 

person. I guess my question is, does the school board have the authority to do whatever, 

once the money is given to them? 

 

 HON. KAREN CASEY: Mr. Speaker, I would like to thank the member for asking 

a question in a very respectful way. I know he is interested, has sincere questions, and I 

would hope that others would be respectful when I give my answer. 

 

 Mr. Speaker, I am not prepared to talk about an individual situation on the floor of 

this House, but I have spoken to members in the Opposition many times if they have a 

specific concern and I would be glad to do that with the member. However, I will say that 

one of the things we do in our budgeting process is to make sure that we target money to 

school boards. In the past, some of that money did not go exactly where it should have 

gone. We have targeted that, so boards are pretty clear on where they have to spend their 

money. 

 

 MR. HARRISON: That was going to be my second question. Are there any 

guidelines given to the school boards when that money is given, in light of the front-line 

needs right now? 

 

 MS. CASEY: Yes, when the school boards get their profile sheets there are certain 

allocations of money that go to specific divisions within the board, whether it is special 

education, whether it’s IB, whatever it is. Those are specified and those funds go to support 

those programs in those schools.

JUSTICE - MENTAL HEALTH COURTS: INSTALLATION - TIME FRAME 

 

 MR. JOHN LOHR: Mr. Speaker, my question is for the Minister of Justice. Earlier 

in this session, I introduced the bill to have Mental Health Court available throughout the 

province. As the minister knows, it is only available currently in Kentville and the HRM. 

The minister stated in a media scrum afterwards that my bill was not required, she already 

had the power to install Mental Health Courts. 

 

 My question for the minister is, when can we expect Mental Health Courts to be 

available throughout the Province of Nova Scotia? 

 

 HON. DIANA WHALEN: Mr. Speaker, I appreciate the question from the member 

opposite. It is a very important issue and one that affects every community in the province. 

What I said is that there are a number of other initiatives as well that will also address this. 

They don’t all have to be the same model as the Mental Health Court in Dartmouth. We 

have already - really under the leadership of the judiciary - two other courts, called wellness 

courts, one in Kentville, as you know, which is addressing mental health, and one as well 

in Amherst. I think there is one as well in Port Hawkesbury. 

 

 These are beginning and they are working well, Mr. Speaker, so we have a strong 

faith that there needs to be more support for mental health. 

 

 MR. LOHR: I thank the minister for that answer. I do understand there are other 

types of courts being installed, such as wellness courts. My comment on that is that Mental 

Health Court brings in psychiatrists, psychologists, health care professionals. My question 

for the minister is, does the minister believe that wellness courts will bring in the expertise 

needed to complex mental health issues? 

 

 MS. WHALEN: Mr. Speaker, jurisdictions across the country are experimenting 

and trying new ways to provide justice to people who have extenuating circumstances like 

mental health, and so we are learning from each other. I think there is a lot of capacity with 

the wellness courts. They are always set up with the health services in the community, with 

our partners, the prosecution service, the legal aid service, so that all of the partners 

understand that there’s a different approach within that court. I believe it will help, and I 

also think it’s worth noting that restorative justice for adults will also help, because it offers 

another route to deal with people who have extenuating circumstances. Thank you. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Chester-St. Margaret’s. 

 

ENVIRON. - CLEAR-CUTTING TARGETS: 

QUESTIONS - APPROPRIATENESS 

 

 HON. DENISE PETERSON-RAFUSE: Thank you, Mr. Speaker. My question is 

for the Minister of Environment. On Tuesday, the minister seemed annoyed that I would 
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ask about her department’s position on clear-cutting targets. She said, and I quote, “. . . I 

fail to understand why the member opposite would even bring up what my position is on 

the DNR topic.” This despite the fact that the basis of my question was about one of her 

own staff members questioning the sustainability of forest harvesting. So, my question for 

the minister is, why does she think it is so unreasonable that I would ask her about this 

government’s lack of action on clear-cutting targets when it clearly affects our 

environment? 

 

 HON. MARGARET MILLER: I thank the honourable member for asking me that 

question again because it gives me the opportunity to really highlight the great work that 

my department’s been doing and to thank all of the members who have been working so 

hard in the protected areas, and moving forward. 

 

 Anyway, on the issue of the employee that she was discussing, this is totally an HR 

issue. As a member who used to be part of a government, she should have realized that. 

That’s something that will be dealt with on that level if necessary. 

 

 MS. PETERSON-RAFUSE: Well, Mr. Speaker, it shouldn’t be an HR issue 

because the gentleman was just saying the fact that the clear-cutting was affecting the 

environment. So, I think many Nova Scotians would like to see the minister stand up for 

the environment when necessary, however, this is simply not the case.  

 

 For example, in the Spring sitting, the Nova Scotia Nature Trust tried to amend the 

Mineral Resources Act to increase protection of land trust. However, DNR showed no 

interest, and the Minister of Environment was nowhere to be found. All we hear from this 

minister is that her department is strictly a regulatory body. So, I would like to ask her if 

the Minister of Environment will not stand up for our environment, who will? 

 

 MS. MILLER: Well, that’s quite a question, Mr. Speaker. I certainly can say that I 

have been standing up for the environment. 

  

 There have been many issues that have crossed my desk, and all of the decisions 

made on those issues are based on science and evidence. You know, a lot of times, people 

will make decisions or make accusations based on emotions and not science and fact. That 

is what we need, that’s what we want our government to do. Thank you. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Pictou East. 

 

NAT. RES. - TENDERS: DNR/LIFEFLIGHT - UPDATE 

 

 MR. TIM HOUSTON: Mr. Speaker, my question is for the Minister of Natural 

Resources. Looking at both the DNR fleet upgrades with an eye to the LifeFlight situation 

we have going on, this is at a cost to taxpayers. Both these initiatives could be $20 million-

plus, and when you think about the training and the operations, the gear, and we are now 
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hearing that the facilities may not even be able to house the DNR helicopters. At the same 

time, the Department of Transportation and Infrastructure Renewal is being vague on the 

performance requirements for rooftop heli-landings, and recent news highlights that no 

new tender would be issued for the LifeFlight situation.  

 

 I would like to ask the minister today if he can update the House on the situation 

with respect to the tenders for the DNR, and also the tender situation for LifeFlight. 

 

 HON. LLOYD HINES: Mr. Speaker, I thank the member for the opportunity to 

update the House on this important matter, and I can speak for DNR specifically. We 

recently have issued a purchase arrangement with a supplier for two of the four helicopters 

that are going to be coming into our fleet. We are consolidating the models that are there, 

which saves us money and creates efficiencies on training, on inventory. The nimbleness 

of that particular vehicle for the uses we have in a relatively small geographic Province of 

Nova Scotia was evidenced by the recent wildfires we had. I’m very pleased that the 

government has shown confidence in replacing this fleet and will see us out in the next 20 

years. 

 

 MR. HOUSTON: Mr. Speaker, I didn’t hear anything about the cost in there. We’re 

hearing that the cost can be quite high and it’s a concern.  

 

We asked back in May whether the province was looking at all the possible options 

and we’re still curious about that, because now we know that DNR will also have four 

aircrafts that will probably fly about 1,000 hours each, which is very low annual hours for 

that number of planes. They’ll have four in a market; a commercial market would be 

serviced by one and a half. So we are interested in the cost of this and we know that when 

we have situations like the wildfires, this time we had crews from Quebec, Newfoundland 

and Labrador, we had private, we had all types of things.  

 

I don’t know that it’s a great use of taxpayer money as we stand here today, but I’d 

like the minister to maybe give us some comfort that it is. 

 

 MR. HINES: Thank you very much and I appreciate the opportunity to explain that. 

In analyzing what we would do in terms of acquiring these vehicles, whether to lease or 

purchase, we did a life-cycle analysis and, based on the information that we had, the best 

approach was to purchase those units. 

 

 I would point out that the total cost was $17 million, the collapsed cost after the 

trade, yes for four, the collapsed cost after the trade was $12 million and I would say that 

for instance we did have five, we’re shrinking to four, we sold one to Saskatchewan and 

we had a capital gain on that particular unit because we owned it, because we didn’t lease 

it.

COM. SERV. - AFFORDABLE HOUSING: RANGE - PROMOTE 

 

 MS. LISA ROBERTS: Mr. Speaker, my question is for the Minister of Community 

Services.  

 

Earlier this week I asked the minister about protecting non-market, affordable 

housing units across Halifax. The minister responded by stating there is a clear difference 

in position between her government and the NDP, that her government does not see a need 

to promote housing non-profits or invest in new public housing alongside private sector 

developments, even though the affordable housing working group has a five-year target of 

1,000 new, affordable, social and non-market housing units. 

 

 I ask the minister, will she commit to promoting a range of housing models, 

including expanded non-profit and other non-market housing? 

 

 HON. JOANNE BERNARD: Mr. Speaker, I am trying to remember what I said, 

but I know I didn’t say that. What I did say is that the development community, the non-

profit community and Housing Nova Scotia are very important partners in a collective way 

of moving forward in providing affordable housing stock in Nova Scotia. 

 

 We know, through trends through North America, that mixed income, mixed use - 

one that’s going to be actually happening on Wyse Road in the coming months - is the way 

forward for affordable housing. We work extensively every day with non-profits all over 

this province to provide affordable housing stock and will continue to do so. But really 

moving forward and working with the development community is absolutely the 

philosophy of this government, and certainly my personal philosophy in housing 

vulnerable people. 

 

 MS. ROBERTS: Mr. Speaker, this government has underspent on rent supplement 

contracts by $700,000 this year. Meanwhile, I understand that non-profits like Metro Non-

Profit Housing and Adsum are deemed ineligible to receive those supports. We’ve already 

established in this House that there is a housing gap between the number of people 

requiring housing and the number of units available. Rental supplements to private 

landlords don’t necessarily ensure long-term availability.  

 

So I’ll ask the minister, under what circumstances would the minister consider 

providing rent supplements to non-profit organizations in order to meet the demand for 

long-term, sustainable affordable housing? 

 

 MS. BERNARD: I am proud of this government and previous governments’ 

commitments to the non-profit housing organizations throughout Nova Scotia who receive 

already a substantial amount of government funding. I prefer to move people into safe, 

affordable housing in the private market like we’ve done in Cape Breton, where I’ve 

received information today that we’ve reduced that wait-list by over 30 per cent in 16 
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months. That is the way forward in reducing wait-lists in Nova Scotia, and I’ll work with 

everybody to do that. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Inverness. 

 

TIR: CRANTON BRIDGE (MARGAREE) - MAINTENANCE PLANS 

 

 MR. ALLAN MACMASTER: I have a question for the Acting Minister of 

Transportation and Infrastructure Renewal. Cranton Bridge in Margaree, there was a 

commitment made here in the Legislature by the minister to maintain that infrastructure. I 

know the minister has recognized that it is an important link for the community. Debris 

from the Margaree River can travel downstream and build up at the footings of this bridge. 

There’s currently a weight restriction on the bridge. But residents are watching it all the 

time; they’re wary of the debris building up and causing damage. I know the department 

has moved it on occasion. My question for the minister is, will the minister provide a 

description, in writing, of the maintenance that will be completed for the remainder of this 

year and for the next five years? 

 

 HON. MICHEL SAMSON: I’ve long awaited the day to be the Minister of 

Transportation and Infrastructure Renewal - I spent the morning in the department with the 

tender documents, and it’s looking like a great year for paving next year, based on the 

amount of time I’ve had. (Laughter) Hopefully, the minister stays away a little bit longer. 

I am sure that the minister and his staff will be more than happy to provide an update on 

that bridge. In fact, I may have to go back to the office to look at that New Boston Road 

after QP. 

 

 MR. MACMASTER: I would like to thank the acting minister for his comments. 

He seems much more generous - not to slight the other minister. (Laughter) I wouldn’t 

want to do that. 

 

 Another bridge, Mr. Speaker, Crowdis Bridge at Valley Mills, was struck by an 

automobile in May, and residents have been taking a 16-kilometre detour. It’s having an 

impact on local business. There was a petition I tabled here in the Legislature with about 

1,100 signatures on it, just a couple of weeks back. We know that a structural engineer will 

soon be providing a report - they may have done so already - on how to actually fix that 

bridge. Will the minister provide a response in writing, including a timeline, of how and 

when this important connection will be restored for that area? 

 

 THE PREMIER: I was afraid that the minister was going to get up again and go on 

further and really put the minister responsible in jeopardy when he gets back here. I do 

want to acknowledge what was brought up. The minister and I had actually spoken about 

this. I think you had raised it before in this House. He has made a commitment that when 

the report comes back, he will begin to be able to move on that bridge in a timely fashion. 
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I know now it’s reduced to one lane, I believe, for safety reasons, completely down. He 

knows the commitment; it has been raised in this House.  

 

 On his behalf, I will make the commitment to you that when that report is back, you 

will get a full briefing on that report to make sure that we continue to put that piece of 

infrastructure back in place for the residents of that community. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Chester-St. Margaret’s. 

 

BUS. - NSLC: MARIJUANA SALES - CONFIRM 

 

 HON. DENISE PETERSON-RAFUSE: My question is for the Minister of 

Business. The federal government has said it plans to introduce legislation legalizing 

marijuana by the Spring of next year, yet there are many questions about how this will be 

operationalized in Nova Scotia. The Premier of Ontario has been a vocal advocate of selling 

marijuana in liquor stores. However, the CEO of the NSLC has said it’s unlikely liquor 

stores will be selling marijuana in this province. My question to the minister is, will the 

NSLC be tasked with selling marijuana in the event of it being legalized? If not, who will? 

 

 HON. MARK FUREY: I appreciate the question from my colleague. This is 

obviously an ongoing discussion that we’re having with our federal colleagues. As to the 

medium of delivery, the province works very closely with our federal partners on this very 

topic. Those questions specific to the actions and decisions of the Nova Scotia Liquor 

Corporation would be best directed to the Minister of Finance and Treasury Board. 

 

 MS. PETERSON-RAFUSE: The legalization of marijuana is a major policy shift, 

yet with the Spring of 2017 just a few short months away, there are many aspects of this 

change to be considered, including health and safety concerns. For example, I’m sure there 

are many parents out there wondering about this government’s plan to prevent increased 

underage use. I ask the minister, when will this government release its plan to address the 

legalization of marijuana? 

 

 MR. FUREY: I’m certainly aware of the discussions that are ongoing on this very 

important topic. The safety and health of our young people is most important. Those 

discussions are part of the larger discussion. Specific to those points, the Minister of Justice 

may be in a better position to respond. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Sydney River-Mira-Louisbourg. 

 

 HON. ALFIE MACLEOD: My question is for the Acting Minister of 

Transportation and Infrastructure Renewal . . .

 MS. PATRICIA ARAB: Mr. Speaker, I’d like to draw the members’ attention to

have Liette Doucet, the president; we have Harold Doucet, her father, past president of 

NSTU; we have Brian Forbes, past president; Ryan Lutz, local union president; and Alyson 

Hillier, retired teacher. 

 

Would you please stand up and receive the warm welcome of the House. 

(Applause) 

 

 GOVERNMENT BUSINESS 
 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable Government House Leader. 

 

 HON. MICHEL SAMSON: Mr. Speaker, would you please call the order of 

business, Public Bills for Third Reading. 

 

 PUBLIC BILLS FOR THIRD READING 
 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable Government House Leader. 

 

 HON. MICHEL SAMSON: Mr. Speaker, would you please call Bill No. 52. 

 

Bill No. 52 - Halifax Regional Municipality Charter. 
 

MR. SPEAKER: The honourable Government House Leader. 
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 HON. MICHEL SAMSON: Mr. Speaker, on behalf of the Minister of Municipal 

Affairs, I move that Bill No. 52 be now read a third time and do pass. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable Leader of the Official Opposition. 

 

 HON. JAMIE BAILLIE: Mr. Speaker, I just want to say a few words here in third 

reading on Bill No. 52. It has had kind of a circuitous route through the process here at the 

Legislature. When the bill first arrived at the House we were encouraged by the direction 

it appeared to take. Having said that, like always, we want to make sure on this side of the 

House that the government has done its homework, they’ve consulted with the appropriate 

stakeholders that the input from businesses - in this case businesses across HRM - is 

reflected in the bill and so on. 

 

 The government often brings forward stakeholders in support of its bill, and in this 

case there were a number of business owners and their associations from the downtown 

core of Halifax Regional Municipality that came forward and we heard them, Mr. Speaker. 

Obviously they are facing a punitive situation with their property taxes, their commercial 

taxes where the skyrocketing assessments have led them to pay multiples - two times, three 

times, four times more in commercial taxes than their business has grown. I say that 

because that is an unfair hardship, particularly when the assessments have gone up so much 

so quickly as they have in the downtown core of Halifax. 

 

 Mr. Speaker, assessments and taxes are also going up in the more suburban areas 

outside the downtown core - maybe not as rapidly as assessments aren’t rising at the same 

high rate, but the same situation is occurring in the suburban areas. We’ve heard from many 

suburban businesses, whether they are in Hammonds Plains or in Sackville or in Bedford 

or in Spryfield or in Eastern Passage, areas that are still part of the Halifax Regional 

Municipality but are not in the downtown core. They, too, are concerned about the level of 

property taxes they have to pay. 

 

 I recognize, Mr. Speaker, that HRM has asked the government to legislate in this 

area by enabling different tax zones and different tax rates. That is a tool for downtown, 

where the government can have a lower rate and a higher assessment and provide some tax 

relief. The issue is, what does that mean for the suburban business person, the small 

business person outside the downtown core who would be afraid that the Halifax Regional 

Municipal Government would raise their rates while their assessments are also going up, 

in order to offset any lost revenue from lowering the rate downtown? It’s a very legitimate 

concern because it would be a double whammy for the small businesses in particular, who 

are outside the downtown core, like in the places I just mentioned. 

 

 In our own work, the option of taking a look at other models of taxation, beyond 

the assessment method, for small businesses - or for all businesses that face commercial 

taxation at the municipal level - was raised. One of the options that was proposed was to 

look at taxation on a square-foot basis for business, as opposed to the assessment basis. 
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That issue was raised primarily to address the obvious unfairness of, say, a Walmart or a 

Costco paying less in commercial tax than a small retail establishment on Quinpool Road 

or on Spring Garden Road. 

 

 We all know that because of past deals, or just because of a difference in 

commercial values in those two places, this has actually happened. No one wants to see a 

large multi-national corporation like Walmart pay less than a small locally-owned retail 

establishment downtown. 

 

 That amendment to allow an alternative to the commercial assessment method was 

brought forward, and I am pleased to see that it was accepted at the Law Amendments 

Committee. That amendment was proposed and passed, and we now have that amendment 

embedded in this bill as we came back here in Committee of the Whole House and now in 

third reading. That is a positive step. 

 

 Having said that, there are still concerns about what will happen to the small 

businesses in areas like Upper Sackville, Lower Sackville, Beaver Bank, Hammonds 

Plains, Timberlea, or Tantallon. There are still concerns about whether the government will 

inadvertently expose them to the risk of higher taxes. I guess that the government would 

say in response, well, it’s enabling legislation for HRM. That is up to them. 

 

 I do worry that the government wants us to just trust HRM not to impose higher 

taxes on the small businesses in our suburban areas. Some of the small businesses that are 

there, and their associations, have raised this concern, and it remains a possibility with this 

bill in third reading. 

 

 As you can imagine, Mr. Speaker, as the City of Halifax looks to provide tax relief 

in the downtown core, they will want to make that up somewhere else. If they use the new 

powers given to them by this bill to raise the commercial tax rate in the suburban areas, 

then our suburban small businesses will face the double whammy of higher assessments 

taxed at a higher rate, and that is not fair. The square-foot option may or may not be 

invoked, and it may or may not help. 

 

 I know we’ve spoken many times in this House about the importance of providing 

meaningful tax relief to our small businesses, whether it’s through the small business 

deduction on their income tax or - and this is sometimes a bigger bill - their commercial 

property tax bill. As you know, Mr. Speaker, every dollar that a small business can retain 

through tax relief is invested back into the local community. It’s invested back into hiring 

another person. It’s invested back into donations to a fire hall or a local ball club, as a way 

of giving back to the community that that business operates in. 

 

 Unlike the Walmarts of the world, none of that tax relief flows to a head office 

somewhere out of province or out of country. This is why it is so important that we assure 

ourselves that this bill, in its final form, doesn’t inadvertently allow the City of Halifax to 
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impose a tax increase on small businesses in the more suburban areas of the municipality. 

As this bill reaches its final stage, that concern remains. 

 

 Mr. Speaker, we are obviously, as a Party, looking for ways to provide tax relief, 

particularly to small businesses. They do face among the highest taxes in the country and 

in the City of Halifax, suburban and urban, they face among the highest commercial taxes 

in the country. One of the reasons why we don’t have the number of jobs that we’d like to 

see even in the city, taxing away the earning power of our small businesses impedes their 

ability to hire more people. 

 

 This province has a long history of ribbon-cuttings at big businesses that come and 

go, and after all those years we’re no further ahead. What we don’t see, unfortunately, Mr. 

Speaker, is jobs created one or two at a time at small businesses. Maybe the government 

doesn’t get to cut a ribbon when that happens, but those jobs are just as important, they are 

just as available, if we can actually enable our small businesses to grow, through tax relief 

and through cutting of red tape. 

 

 Mr. Speaker, I wanted to put these comments on the record before the vote on third 

reading because a bill that does trumpet tax relief for small businesses in the downtown 

area does not necessarily provide for tax relief in the suburban communities of Halifax, 

and that is a concern. I say that because we continue to look to the government to bring 

forward a jobs plan, to bring forward a tax plan that is fair to the small businesses of the 

more outside communities of Halifax - like those I’ve named, communities that are also 

looking for jobs, communities like Hammonds Plains, like Eastern Passage, like Preston, 

like the Sackville communities - Lower, Middle, and Upper - Beaver Bank, Waverley, Fall 

River. They are all important, and they all deserve a break as well. 

 

 I know they have a concern about what Halifax will do with the new powers the 

government is giving to them and I just want to say that we will be watching very carefully 

as the bill works its way through to its final stages here and then those new powers are 

handed over to Halifax to make sure that the small businesses across all of Halifax Regional 

Municipality are protected from higher taxes. Thank you. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: If I recognize the minister it will to close the debate.  

 

The honourable Minister of Finance and Treasury Board. 

 

 HON. RANDY DELOREY: Mr. Speaker, I am pleased to take the opportunity to 

provide some closing remarks on Bill No. 52 on behalf of my colleague, the Minister of 

Municipal Affairs. I am pleased that these amendments to the Halifax Regional 

Municipality Charter will help bring the municipality support for a strong and vibrant 

business community. 
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 The municipality asked for some flexibility with the tax rates to help them 

encourage commercial development where it’s best for the community. Bill No. 52 gives 

the Halifax Council this flexibility. The bill will allow HRM to designate zones where 

different commercial tax rates can be set and applied to each property’s assessed value, or 

the length of the property’s street frontage, or the square footage of property or building.  

 

The square footage provision was added to the bill after we heard from business 

associations at the Law Amendments Committee, Mr. Speaker, demonstrating that the 

process we have as part of our process for moving legislation through this process works, 

that our Law Amendments Committee which provides the public the opportunity to provide 

input over and above the debate that’s brought to these bills on the floor of the Legislature, 

that that feedback can be considered and incorporated through our legislation. 

 

 Mr. Speaker, within the zones created, councils are able to apply different tax rates 

to different amounts of assessed value, street frontage, or square footage. I believe 

members of this Legislature, members of the business community in Halifax, and indeed, 

the HRM Council, asked for this flexibility to be provided in the best interest of their 

region, their citizens, and their business community. 

 

 Mr. Speaker, I move third reading of Bill No. 52. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The motion is for third reading of Bill No. 52. Would all those in 

favour of the motion please say Aye. Contrary minded, Nay. 

 

 The motion is carried. 

 

 Ordered that this bill do pass. Ordered that the title be as read by the Clerk. Ordered 

that the bill be engrossed. 

 

 The honourable Government House Leader. 

 

 HON. MICHEL SAMSON: Mr. Speaker, would you please call Bill No. 61. 

 

 Bill No. 61 - Construction Projects Labour Relations Act. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable Minister of Labour and Advanced Education. 

 

 HON. KELLY REGAN: Thank you, Mr. Speaker. I move that Bill No. 61, an Act 

to Provide for the Stabilization of Labour Relations Affecting Certain Construction 

Projects, be now read a third time and do pass. 

 

 Our government is committed to improving Nova Scotia’s competitiveness and to 

positioning our province for growth. The amendments we’re proposing will help us do just 

that. We need an Act that is current and recognizes the uniqueness of today’s mega-
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industrial construction projects. These megaprojects are multi-billion-dollar projects that 

span several years. This bill will provide important labour stability for the duration of the 

project, and this is key to attracting significant investments to our province. 

 

 Our stakeholders brought this issue to our attention. They asked us to look at the 

Act and to make revisions. We worked closely with industry, employer organizations, and 

union organizations over the course of several months to ensure that the changes we made 

were appropriate and transparent. 

 

 There are number of amendments needed to modernize the Act. We want to give 

developers the option to enter into a project-specific agreement, an agreement that ensures 

no work stoppages during the life of the project. This is the key point, which I fully admit 

some people seem to miss. Developers can negotiate an agreement with the trades now; 

however, under the Trade Union Act, work stoppages could still occur. As well, the Trade 

Union Act states that agreements requiring employees to work during a legal strike are not 

enforceable. 

 

 The proposed legislation creates the legal authority and foundation for project-

specific agreements. With this legislation in place, construction work on multi-billion-

dollar projects can continue even if there is a legal work stoppage in play in the rest of the 

province. The proposed legislation protects developers and workers against work 

stoppages. 

 

 The new legislation, the Construction Projects Labour Relations Bill, is very 

specific. It amends the definition of “construction project” to include projects over $2 

billion. This focuses the legislation on megaprojects - those that are economically 

significant to the province. It also narrows the definition of “construction projects” to 

liquefied natural gas projects, specifically those in Guysborough County and Richmond 

County. 

 

 Now, having said this, the legislation does allow for other mega-industrial 

construction projects to be designated under this bill. They can be designated through 

regulation following public consultation. 

 

For those developers who want to negotiate a project-specific agreement, the 

legislation outlines the process. They’ll be required to provide notice to employer 

organizations, unionized trades, and the Labour Board of their intent to seek a project 

agreement. Once relevant parties have been notified, the legislation provides a framework 

for concluding a project agreement for all trades. A project agreement must be ratified by 

at least 85 per cent of the trades who are involved in the construction project. Where a 

developer wants a project agreement, construction cannot start until there is an agreement 

in place that covers the life of the project. 
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 The legislation also outlines a process for any dissenting trade to apply to the 

Labour Board for review. It’s important to note the bill does not prevent a developer from 

working with a non-unionized contractor, even where there is a project agreement in place. 

 

 When drafting these changes we looked at other jurisdictions to determine whether 

project agreement legislation exists and to understand how they were handled. Many other 

provinces recognize project agreements, and a review of the approaches in other provinces 

assisted us in developing the Nova Scotia approach. 

 

 We also received considerable input from stakeholders; we worked with potential 

developers as well as construction sector employer and unionized labour organizations. 

These organizations represent 15 unionized trades and approximately 400 unionized 

contractors. The proposed amendments were also discussed with the non-unionized 

construction sector. 

 

 Mr. Speaker, stakeholders have been supportive and have shown tremendous 

leadership throughout this process. They agree these amendments can help attract more 

megaprojects to Nova Scotia. Projects like this will help grow our province’s economy, 

and this is good for everyone. Thank you. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Northside-Westmount. 

 

 MR. EDDIE ORRELL: Mr. Speaker, the intent of this bill is good. Labour stability 

is something we all strive for in this province. It says in the sheet that I received at the bill 

briefing that the stakeholders approached the department with this update. They were the 

ones who wanted the amendments to the existing Act. 

 

 Mr. Speaker, I spoke with a bunch of people after that and the stakeholders in Cape 

Breton Island told me they weren’t approached and they weren’t consulted in this. So we’re 

going to be open and transparent on a bill and they say stakeholders agreed to it and brought 

it forward - I’d like to make sure that all stakeholders brought it forward. 

 

 We heard people come to Law Amendments Committee and talk about some of the 

problems with the bill. We put some amendments together, the NDP put some amendments 

together, and those amendments were turned down. If the trade union people in Cape 

Breton aren’t consulted and it affects them, Mr. Speaker, I have real concerns about that. 

Some of the industry people I have heard from said they talked about it and they were quite 

happy with the negotiations and the way that the trade union people in Cape Breton 

negotiate contracts. 

 

 Mr. Speaker, the mainland and Cape Breton are completely different. The mainland 

people negotiate their contracts separately with one person; the people in Cape Breton 

negotiate one trade union deal with the employer. So they’ve had no problems with that; 

they’ve already negotiated two deals in Cape Breton for labour stability. The concern is 
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from a lot of the construction people for the trade union people that this is going to make 

these negotiations worse for them. If that’s the case, it’s not a great thing for the Cape 

Breton tradespeople and Cape Breton business. 

 

 The other part of this bill that I had concern with was that other projects could be 

labelled megaprojects with consultation. Mr. Speaker, in the bill briefing I got it was 

“public” consultation. We’ve had situations like this before - with windmills in our 

province, where we were told by the Departments of Energy and of Environment that if the 

people in that area didn’t want those windmills, they wouldn’t happen.  

 

The people in Boularderie Island didn’t want windmills in a certain area and we 

were told they did the consultation - but the consultation was done in downtown Sydney, 

at a meeting in downtown Sydney where that wouldn’t affect them whatsoever.  

 

So one of the things we asked for was appropriate stakeholder consultation and the 

public that will be affected, and that wasn’t brought up in the bill, Mr. Speaker. So for that 

reason, for the groups of people that are concerned with this, that the consultation wasn’t 

done with the local union people, that it affects Cape Breton labour, I will not be voting for 

this bill. Thank you. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Sackville-Cobequid. 

 

 HON. DAVID WILSON: Mr. Speaker, just a few words on this piece of legislation. 

We have a process in place here in Nova Scotia that allows for the public and those who 

might be affected by a piece of legislation to come forward, make presentations, and 

hopefully improve a piece of legislation. That is what happened with Bill No. 61. We know 

and we’ve heard from the minister and the government that it was through the Mainland 

Building Trades Council. They brought this forward to the government in hopes of 

supporting their membership. But we know in that we have two different groups in Nova 

Scotia that work with the trades. 

 

 We have the Cape Breton Island Building and Construction Trades Council. As my 

colleague has mentioned, the Cape Breton Island trade council were not consulted on this 

piece of legislation. They did not request it from this government. When they heard that it 

was introduced, they actually tried to request that Cape Breton and the mention of the 

council in Cape Breton be removed from the legislation. I think it was a simple request for 

them. 

 

 If the government did not want to see that, then why push this piece of legislation 

through? Why would we not just hold this legislation on the books so that the government 

could do the proper consultation with the Cape Breton Island trade council? I think that 

would have been the most appropriate approach, the most appropriate step for this 

government to take to ensure that consultation and that those who are going to be affected 

by this piece of legislation had a say in the process. That didn’t happen. 
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 I know that there are members in the House who are from Cape Breton who are in 

the Liberal Government who they will have to account for that. They will have to go back 

to their constituents and explain why a request from the Cape Breton Island trade council 

to remove them from this piece of legislation was not listened to. They didn’t get an 

opportunity to do the consultation with them. It’s going to be difficult, and we’ll have to 

see what ramifications come from that. 

 

 It’s disappointing that we weren’t able to get the amendments that we brought 

forward the other day passed. I think it wasn’t an unreasonable request from the presenters, 

three recommendations to improve this legislation. 

 

 I, too, as the member just indicated, will not be supporting this piece of legislation. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Inverness. 

 

 MR. ALLAN MACMASTER: Having a big project in the Strait Area is something 

that I would certainly be supportive of. But it’s come to my attention as well that there’s a 

number of my constituents who have concerns about this bill. I don’t think they would like 

to see a stoppage in work either, but they want to be consulted. They do not feel 

comfortable with this bill as it’s been proposed. 

 

 For that reason, Mr. Speaker, I just wanted to put it on the record that I don’t feel 

comfortable supporting this bill as it stands here. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: If I recognize the minister it will be to close the debate. 

 

 The honourable Minister of Labour and Advanced Education. 

 

 HON. KELLY REGAN: I want to thank the honourable members for their 

comments. As I indicated the other day, we asked many times during the drafting and 

review process, while we were consulting with the stakeholders who approached us, 

whether there were others who should be consulted. Several, in fact, were identified and 

were consulted with. 

 

 With respect to the Cape Breton trades council, we asked whether they should be 

part of the group working on the legislation. Since the lawyer for the mainland trades 

council was also the lawyer for the Cape Breton trades, he agreed to contact the head of 

the Cape Breton council and discuss the issue with him. We were advised after that that 

the Cape Breton trades council was not interested in being involved directly. 

 

 They did, however, prefer to have the legislation cover the Cape Breton LNG 

project in case it would be helpful in the future. This was discussed several times at the 

table. Multiple drafts included the Cape Breton project, and there was significant 
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opportunity for any issues or concerns to be raised. I think Cape Breton deserves to get 

mega-projects, not just the mainland. 

 

 I now close debate on Bill No. 61. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The motion is for third reading of Bill No. 61. Would all those in 

favour of the motion please say Aye. Contrary minded, Nay. 

 

 The motion is carried. 

 

 Ordered that this bill do pass. Ordered that the title be as read by the Clerk. Ordered 

that the bill be engrossed. 

 

 The honourable Government House Leader. 

 

 HON. MICHEL SAMSON: Mr. Speaker, would you please call the order of 

business, Private Members’ Public Bills for Third Reading. 

 

 PRIVATE MEMBERS’ PUBLIC BILLS FOR THIRD READING 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable Government House Leader. 

 

 HON. MICHEL SAMSON: Mr. Speaker, would you please call Bill No. 60.  

 

 Bill No. 60 - Public Interest Disclosure of Wrongdoing Act. 
 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Sackville-Cobequid. 

 

 HON. DAVID WILSON: Mr. Speaker, I move that Bill No. 60, the Public Interest 

Disclosure of Wrongdoing Act, be read for a third time. 

 

 I want to take a few moments to say thank you to the government for recognizing 

the importance to have legislation like this. As I said earlier in second reading, it’s a 

continuation of some of the work our caucus did in previous years to ensure the Public 

Service Commission is covered under protection for their workers if they see wrongdoing 

in the workplace. Those protections were definitely needed, Mr. Speaker.  

 

I know that by extending that to the boards, agencies, commissions and the school 

boards, that we will ensure that if there is wrongdoing in the workplace, that workers are 

protected, they have an avenue to come forward to make sure their complaint is heard, or 

what they see is heard, and hopefully dealt with in the appropriate way, without any 

reprisals for either the position they are in, or for future advancement within the 

organization they work in. I’m glad to see this at this point, and I look forward to it passing 

in this session. 
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 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable member for Inverness. 

 

 MR. ALLAN MACMASTER: Mr. Speaker, I won’t keep it long but I can’t let this 

opportunity go by just to put on the record that we had put forward an amendment on this 

bill to include municipal units, and, I think, for very good reason.  

 

 Mr. Speaker, members might say that we should be consulting with municipalities. 

This is legislation that I don’t think requires consultation, in the sense that it’s protecting 

people who come forward who see something that may not be right. To me that’s not 

something that needs to be consulted on. We want to put that on the record and I’ve done 

so. We will be supporting this bill. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The honourable Government House Leader. 

 

 HON. MICHEL SAMSON: Mr. Speaker, I just want to make it clear on the record 

that the fact was that I contacted Mayor Cecil Clarke yesterday, the President of the UNSM, 

who had absolutely no idea that the amendment that was proposed by the Progressive 

Conservative caucus was being put forward. I think the House Leader of the NDP said it 

best yesterday, that the Opposition, on a frequent basis, accuses government of not doing 

proper consultation, only to turn around and have the Official Opposition want to make an 

amendment with not only no consultation, not even advising them that this was going to 

be done.  

 

 The fact is that Mayor Clarke confirmed that this matter is part of the discussions 

that are taking place with the UNSM, with the Department of Municipal Affairs. The 

Minister of Municipal Affairs has made it clear that there are a number of items being 

looked at with the review of the Municipal Government Act, whether it be on expenses, 

whether it be on more transparency, and certainly now to have, as well, whistleblower 

protection being expanded to our municipal units as well.  

 

 Mr. Speaker, I think the House Leader of the New Democratic Party made it clear, 

when their government brought in this legislation, this was an oversight, that it wasn’t 

included to cover agencies, boards and commissions. That is what is being corrected here 

now. Clearly the discussions about having this included to municipalities is one that is 

going to continue with the proper consultation of the municipal units as part of the overall 

review and I certainly would expect that we’ll see a package that will be coming forward, 

hopefully in the Spring, that will reflect some of those changes. Thank you. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: If I recognize the member it will be to close the debate. 

 

The honourable member for Sackville-Cobequid. 

 

 HON. DAVID WILSON: Mr. Speaker, I am pleased to close debate on Bill No. 60, 

the Public Interest Disclosure of Wrongdoing Act. 
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 MR. SPEAKER: The motion is for third reading of Bill No. 60. Would all those in 

favour of the motion please say Aye. Contrary minded, Nay. 

 

 The motion is carried. (Interruptions) 

 

 Ordered that this bill do pass. Ordered that the title be as read by the Clerk. Ordered 

that the bill be engrossed. 

 

 The honourable Government House Leader. 

 

 HON. MICHEL SAMSON: Thank you, Mr. Speaker. That concludes the 

government’s business for today and, in fact, for this session. I would move that the House 

do recess until 2:30 p.m. at which time His Honour will be joining us here at the 

Legislature. 

 

 MR. SPEAKER: The motion is that the House do recess until 2:30 p.m. Would all 

those in favour of the motion please say Aye. Contrary minded, Nay. 

 

 The motion is carried. 

 

 The House will stand in recess until 2:30 p.m. 

 

 [1:26 p.m. The House recessed.] 

 

 [2:30 p.m. The House reconvened.]

 [The Speaker and the Clerks left the Chamber.] 

 

 SERGEANT-AT-ARMS: His Honour the Lieutenant Governor. 

 

 [The Lieutenant Governor, the Honourable J.J. Grant, preceded by his Private 

Secretary and by Mr. David Fraser, Sergeant-at-Arms, bearing the Mace, entered the House 

of Assembly Chamber. The Lieutenant Governor then took his seat on the Throne. 

 

 The Sergeant-at-Arms then departed and re-entered the Chamber, followed by the
